Today the headlines of Alabama's largest newspaper read: "1 in 6 Alabamians Receive Food
Assistance"; that'd be Food Stamps in reality. I was curious as to what the national numbers were,
so I checked; about 1 in 10 Americans receive Food Stamps (that's a little over 30 million). This
social program is SO abused it's unreal; a person is not supposed to have assets in excess of
$2,000 (bank account) plus several other criteria that must be met, proving that the person or
persons NEED assistance. I am not against helping others who have needs, in fact I'm FOR it; but
what this government has fostered over the last 40 years has resulted in a welfare state (both
locally and nationally). 

Many lazy people have discovered (and been taught by way of example of their parents) that they
can 'work' the system to the point they don't have to 'work'; they can draw SSI disability, Food
Stamps, free health care, free lunch programs for the kids at school, government assisted
housing, HUGE refunds on their taxes(often times more back in refundable tax credits than they
earned in wages), and grants for schooling(should they have the ambition to futher their
education, which few do).

First of all Mark, I'm not trying to be argumentative or coming against your opinion, I just have
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questions about these men. When I did the 'Christianity Explored' class put on by the folks from
the local Presbyterian and Episcopal churches, there was several references made of these men
by the guys. Then when they wanted to have a men's Bible study(using a scripted study guide
with many commentaries from different people, with very little actual 'studying' of the Bible) both of
these guys were used quite often. So in doing a little reading from the 'bible study guide' in
advance, I came upon numerous quotes attributed to them or books they'd written. (I had/have
very little background knowledge or understanding of those denominations, Church of
England/Anglican, Episcopal,or Presbyterian) 

I read a quote from J.I.Packer concerning unity of the different 'faiths' and a book or document
about it; so I checked into it and according to what I read, he, J.I.Packer endorsed  the ECT,
Evangelicals and Catholics Together in 1994. I have read that he is conservative and is against
the ordaining of homosexuals and women in the Canadian Anglican Church. I also know the book
he's most well know for,"Knowing God", is scripturally sound and highly thought of. But when men
of their influence embrace Roman Catholicism and refuse to acknowledge the Baptism of The
Holy Spirt as for today, I can't see give that much credence to what they have to say.(or at least
am very guarded and careful when reading their opinions...and they ARE opinions, when they
state as doctrine that all gifts and evidence of The Holy Spirits' presence with the evidence of
speaking in tongues ceased after the apostles died out.)

And while you and I can probably read through and gleen meat from the bones, those young in
the Lord and without proper teaching and discernment are being deceived into believing that the
NT church WAS just that, a church in The New Testament...and the formal, dry, dead, works
driven man-made system they're attending and preparing to be leaders in, is in fact what Jesus
had in mind when establishing HIS CHURCH.

    Preparing for Victory

    An evil is in the professed camp of the Lord, so gross in its impudence, that the most
shortsighted can hardly fail to notice it during the past few years. It has developed at an abnormal
rate, even for evil. It has worked like leaven until the whole lump ferments. The devil has seldom
done a cleverer thing than hinting to the church that part of their mission is to provide
entertainment for the people, with a view to winning them.

    From speaking out as the Puritans did, the church has gradually toned down her testimony,
then winked at and excused the frivolities of the day. Then she tolerated them in her borders. Now
she has adopted them under the plea of reaching the masses.

    My first contention is that providing amusement for the people is nowhere spoken of in the
Scriptures as a function of the church. If it is a Christian work, why did not Christ speak of it? "Go
ye into all the world and preach the gospel to every creature" (Mark 16:15). That is clear enough 
So it would have been if He had added, "and provide amusement for those who do not relish the
gospel." No such words, however, are to be found. It did not seem to occur to him.

    Then again, "He gave some, apostles; and some, prophets; and some evangelists; and some
pastors and teachers .., for the work of the ministry" (Eph. 4:11-12). Where do entertainers come
in? The Holy Spirit is silent concerning them. Were the prophets persecuted because they
amused the people or because they refused? The concert has no martyr roll.
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    Again, providing amusement is in direct antagonism to the teaching and life of Christ and all his
apostles. What was the attitude of the church to the world? Ye are the salt" (Matt. 5:13), not the
sugar candy---something the world will spit out not swallow. Short and sharp was the utterance,
"Let the dead bury their dead" (Matt. 8:22) He was in awful earnestness. 

    Had Christ introduced more of the bright and pleasant elements into his mission, he would have
been more popular when they went back, because of the searching nature of His teaching. I do
not hear him say, "Run after these people Peter and tell them we will have a different style of
service tomorrow, something short and attractive with little preaching. We will have a pleasant
evening for the people. Tell them they will be sure to enjoy it. Be quick Peter, we must get the
people somehow." Jesus pitied sinners, sighed and wept over them, but never sought to amuse
them.

    In vain will the Epistles be searched to find any trace of this gospel of amusement! Their
message is, "Come out, keep out, keep clean out!" Anything approaching fooling is conspicuous
by its absence. They had boundless confidence in the gospel and employed no other weapon.

    After Peter and John were locked up for preaching, the church had a prayer meeting but they
did not pray, "Lord grant unto thy servants that by a wise and discriminating use of innocent
recreation we may show these people how happy we are." If they ceased not from preaching
Christ, they had not time for arranging entertainments. Scattered by persecution, they went
everywhere preaching the gospel. They turned the world upside down (Acts 17:6). That is the only
difference! Lord, clear the church of all the rot and rubbish the devil has imposed on her, and bring
us back to apostolic methods.

    Lastly, the mission of amusement fails to effect the end desired. It works havoc among young
converts. Let the careless and scoffers, who thank God because the church met them halfway,
speak and testify. Let the heavy laden who found peace through the concert not keep silent! Let
the drunkard to whom the dramatic entertainment has been God's link in the chain of the
conversion, stand up! There are none to answer. The mission of amusement produces no
converts. The need of the hour for today's ministry is believing scholarship joined with earnest
spirituality, the one springing from the other as fruit from the root. The need is biblical doctrine, so
understood and felt, that it sets men on fire.

[Bubsie] dreamt or had an open vision that she was in her bedroom when she heard the voice of
God call her and ask her to wake up.

He asked her to go to a church as there was a man there that
needed her help. No directions were given but as she drove in her car she seemed to know where
to go and she arrived at a very large church building: it was magnificently constructed and was a
dome-shaped hexagonal building that stretched for a great distance: 
there were smaller dome-shaped buildings that were in the back-
ground: she approached the gates without hesitation and entered 
a massive parking lot: there were a few cars but very little movement and no people. 
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As she entered the building she saw the church and many corridors with many offices leading off
them and a few people walking around who appeared busy with administration work: they didn't
talk or acknowledge her or each other and appeared emotionless with very little movement as
they walked as well:

She continued to walk a distance before she saw the door to the
administrative block : it was closed. She opened it and entered 
and saw an office, the door was open and as she entered she saw 
a man behind a huge desk made of cherry wood: he appeared to 
be the minister: he was very well groomed, not Indian, White or 
Black, more Middle Eastern looking: he was very well attired in 
a smart suit and he had expensive rings on each finger including the thumbs and a watch and
chain on each hand respectively:
 
on the right hand wall of the office she saw a display of knives: they were Eastern, looked

What are you doing here, I told you I don't need your help: as he spoke to her he was lifting his
right hand and sweeping it across as if to say, see what I have: this was when she noticed that his
left arm was missing: it had been cleanly severed at the shoulder joint between the bone and the
sleeve of the jacket and shirt had been neatly severed as well: she noticed that it has been
surgically removed because of the cleanness of the cut and that the scar was completely healed:
she then looked at the statue and at the feet, she saw the man's left arm: it was still covered in the
suit 
and shirt and in the hand of the severed left arm was clutched a knife.

The man then started to ask her what she was doing there and as 
she said, God told me that you need my help, he stopped her and 
said, I don't need your help: I can use my right hand to do whatever I want and a few people
entered the room and one of them handed him a bottle of mineral water which he lifted with his
right hand to his mouth to drink, demonstrating to her that her help was not needed. He then said,
I have 2300 (not sure of the exact number he mentioned but it was around this number) of people
who work for me who can get me what I want: I don't need your help.

At this point, Bubsie got up and left the room and the building: as she was driving away in her car,
again the voice of God remonstrated with her in a tongue that He had told her to come here to
help the man and asked her to turn the car back, which she did. This time when she reached the
office, she saw immediately that the right hand was missing and as she looked at the feet of the
statue, there was the right hand clutching the cards in the hand. The man began to say confidently
that she was not needed as he still had his legs and he could walk to get to what he needed.

She left the office again and this time she reached the carpark 
when the voice of God again in a tongue told her to go back to 
help the man. When she got to the office, she immediately looked at the statue and at the feet lay
the left leg of the man, with the shoe and sock taken off: again the neat severing, the surgical
healed scar: no jagged edges, no blood: she was not shocked or even upset, merely observant,
and each time she entered the office she sat in the chair opposite the man and looked at him and
said, God told me to come here as there is a man here that needs my help: The man said to her I
don't need your help, see,I can still stand on one leg. He was not as confident and arrogant and
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she sensed an uncertainty and anxiety in him but she got up and left.

She made it to the door of the building before the voice of God 
spoke again telling her, I told you to come here : this man needs your help. She turned back and
when she got to the office, she didn't see him and she thought, oh good, he's gone. And then as
she looked at the statue, the eyes of the statue were looking down to where the man's chair was,
directing her attention to the chair:

she went around the desk and saw the man slumped in the chair: 
the right leg had been neatly severed. At this point the people 
that had offered him water from before came into the room and 
lifted the man in the chair and strapped him into the chair with what looked like a seat-belt: the
man asked her, What are youdoing here? and she said, God told me to come here, you need my
help.

The man looked at her without arms and without legs and he said, I still have my intellect and my
connections and I can be carried around by my people to where I need to go so I don't need your
help. 

She noticed though that there was no longer confidence and 
some degree of fear in him as he spoke. She got up and left the 
office and reached the end of the adminsitration building when the voice of God spoke to her
again and said, Come now, I told you to come here because the man needs your help. 

As she turned around to make her way back to the office, she 
realized for the very first time she actually wanted to go in to help the man. Until now she was
more obedient than willing. She also noticed that every time she had come back the daylight
slowly faded indicating the passing of time and now it was almost dusk.

As she neared the door, the voice of God told her, I want you to be prepared for what you are
going to see before you go in. As she entered the office, again she did not see the man and she
immediately walked around the large desk to the chair: the man had been decapitated: again a
neat surgical scar which had
healed: she did not feel any horror as she looked at this scene:

She then saw the statue come alive and Jesus walked to her and 
said, I want you to carry him and revive his heart:... She swept with one hand all the stuff off the
table and laid the torso on the table, wondering how it was she was supposed to revive the man's
heart: She opened the shirt and then looked towards the knives on the wall as if to see whether
she should use a knife to get to the heart and Jesus said to her, No, just touch him. As she
touched the chest, the entire sternum split in half: this time it was a fresh cut and she saw the
blood line at the point of severing and the two parts of the chest lifted up: both she and Jesus
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peered in at the same time into the chest cavity: as Bubsie looked where the heart should be, she
saw *a stone*:

Jesus did not look surprised by what He saw, but Babsie was: it 
was not in the shape of a heart, rather it was just a stone that you see at the side of the road: and
as she thought, Now what am supposed to do, am I supposed to revive the stone? She felt the
hand of Jesus touch her outstretched hand moving it away: and He said, *No, don't touch it, It's
too late.*  And she woke up.

When she woke up she asked the Father what she saw: She felt 
that *the knives* represented the church's dependence on its own weaponry and other sources
instead of the the Sword of truth, *the comics* with fantasy superheroes its powerless ineffective
ego-founded demonstration of signs and wonders that have no real power, *the playing cards*
and *credit cards* it's gambling in the world of mammon with the prosperity gospel. The statue
was theSpirit of Christ, paralysed and confined to an image for identity's sake, more than
anything, only allowed to come to life when the head was severed; the bottled mineral water,
being its reliance on its own water supply, not the fresh living water that comes from the Father.
The absence of genitalia she saw as its inability to be carriers of seed, or reproduce the life of
God or bear fruit. The arrogance and refusal to acknowledge its plight until it was too late, despite
the many times the Father had sent His prophets in 
to offer help, had both of us weeping.

The most chilling aspect was that Jesus as Advocate and Redeemer and Bridegroom was the one
who said to the prophet 'don't touch it, it's too late' when the true heart of this system was
revealed to be stone.

She had one question - Why did you send me there to help, when 
you knew it was too late? And she felt that the Father had sent 
His prophets time and time again - and with each Sword of Truth 
had exposed and severed first, the false sword octrine/deception) 
in the church system (the knife in the cut-off left hand), next to be exposed by the Sword of Truth
was the prosperity gospel (cards in the cut-off right hand), next the lie of the false gospel being
preached was exposed (the cut-off leg with the foot exposed), then the false leadership structure
exposed (the head): all of these were done and sealed (healed scars) the fresh cut to expose the
true heart required the prophetic witness and is the final aspect.

AN INCREDIBLE DAY in the HISTORY OF HAITI  
-by Jerry Miel (Feb 17).

I think that I will remember this day as one of the most significant in my life, not because of what I
did, but for it's meaning...
 
Today was the one month anniversary of the great Haitian earthquake. 

About 3 days ago the Haitian President announced that there 
would be 3 days of holiday from work for the purpose of fasting 
and prayer.  This is absolutely historic.  If you have ever been in Haiti as a visitor or missionary,
could you ever have imagined such a pronouncement? Could you image such an announcement
from the U.S. President?  This morning I saw a young Haitian-American woman, the leader of a
work team, crying because the Americans could not understand the incredible importance of this
day and wanted to go about business as usual. Remember, it was only about 6 years ago that a
former Haitian president called the nation to come together to rededicate the nation to Satan. 

This was not "a minute of silence for the deceased" or something as equally insignificant. 
Whatever the President might have originally intended, this became a real commitment for the
Haitian people.  As I sit here this evening, I can hear the preaching coming from a nearby church. 
Services have been going on all day... 

Let me tell you what I saw and felt today. 

Peniel and I had planned an inspection trip up to the Artibonite Valley today. Right or wrong, I
don't really know, but since it was the only opportunity, we went ahead with the trip.  As we left the
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guest house about 7:30 am, we were met by throngs of well dressed people headed to various
churches.  The sounds of Christian music and worship filled the air everywhere.  The next
observation was that there was NO traffic. Port-au-Prince streets are always clogged and
overflowing with bumper to bumper traffic.  
This morning there were only a few vehicles on the roads, a few 
small buses (tap taps), some UN and military vehicles, and a few private cars.  We had clear
sailing through town.  The same was true of foot traffic.  Usually the streets are clogged also with
people walking.  Today there were only a few and many of them dressed for church.  The only
place that there were traffic blocks was in front of several churches where the congregations had
overflowed the buildings and the yards and had moved out into the streets as well. 

The next observation was that EVERYTHING was closed!  We 
could not find even one business or gas station open.  There were no intercity buses running. 
Whereas the sidewalks are usually overflowing with millions of street venders, we only saw a few
here and there.  The huge outdoor market near the wharf where thousands work each day and is 
spread out to cover most of the street, was EMPTY. 

Where were all the people?  They were in churches and makeshift 
meeting sites. Every church (except a JW church) had services 
going on, almost always overflowing into the streets.  Beside 
broken down churches, services were taking place outside.  In 
homeless camps, there were services.  Everywhere the nation was 
gathered to worship and pray.  No, I did not see any voodoo, 
Islamic, or Buddhist services.  This scene was repeated in every town and hamlet that we passed
during the day. 

Tonight, Pastor Ignace, who is sharing the room with me, asked 
this question: "Can people still say that Haiti is a voodoo country?"  
What has been happening and is continuing to happen in Haiti did not happen because of the
earthquake. It has been happening 
because the Haitian people know how to pray. This is a tremendous outpouring of God's power as
the result of prayer.  Twenty years ago I started praying for the Gospel to change the Haitian
culture.  
I think that I am seeing God do that work. 

The only sadness that I feel today is for our nation.  While a nation that has long been under
Satan's domination is turning to God with total commitment, our nation, founded on Godly values
has rejected God and is rapidly trying to forget that his name even exists.  Let us pray for revival.

I believe the book of Acts chronicled the second-chance-offering of the
gospel to the Jews.  In Peter's first sermon he explains about the need
for repentance and how that God had used their obstinate hearts to fulfill
His purposes.  In the second sermon Peter again encourages them to repent
and then goes on to say that once they repent and their sins are blotted
out, the times of refreshing can begin.  His next statement is:

Act 3:20-21 And he shall send Jesus Christ, which before was preached unto
you: Whom the heaven must receive until the times of restitution of all
things, which God hath spoken by the mouth of all his holy prophets since
the world began.

Jesus had told them already that the time of the restitution of all things
was under the Father's authority, but it seems clear to me that the
disciples expected it to take place as soon as the Jews received their
Lord and Savior--Jesus.

Hindsight tells us that the Jews officially rejected this second offer of
grace, first in Jerusalem, next in Samaria, then in the uttermost parts of
the empire.

Once it became clear that the Jewish rulers would continue to reject this 
offer, Paul (who always went to the Jew first), said that he would 
henceforth go to the gentiles--AND THEY WILL HEAR IT!

Act 28:28  Be it known therefore unto you, that the salvation of God is
sent unto the Gentiles, and that they will hear it.

2Co 3:16  Nevertheless when it shall turn to the Lord, the vail shall be 
taken away.

Paul gives more insight concerning the situation in:

Rom 11:25  For I would not, brethren, that ye should be ignorant of this 
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mystery, lest ye should be wise in your own conceits; that blindness in 
part is happened to Israel, until the fulness of the Gentiles be come in.
Rom 11:26  And so all Israel shall be saved: as it is written, There shall 
come out of Sion the Deliverer, and shall turn away ungodliness from 
Jacob:
Rom 11:27  For this is my covenant unto them, when I shall take away their 
sins.

All of this to say:  We are still waiting for the Jews to repent so that 
the restitution of all things can happen.

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I'm not sure if I'm understanding you or even if you are referring to some 
of the things I've written about evangelism, but just for the record let 
me say that we are all called to evangelize (as Ron pointed out in his 
recent note).

My emphasis of late has come from the book of Acts where Saul was 
ransacking the Church & the disciples went everywhere spreading the gospel. 
Now unless I'm mistaken most of us find ourselves in a similar situation.

We've been scattered to the four-corners and I have to ask a pertinent 
question:  What exactly are we doing?  You mentioned that we all have 
different gifts many of which are for the building up of the body of 
Christ.  This works fine when we actually have a body of believers that 
can be edified by our particular gift, but what about those who have a 
gift but have no 'body' to edify?

This was the situation in the NT when the disciples were scattered.  Now 
perhaps it can be argued that they left the comfortable church setting of 
Jerusalem in groups which allowed them to settle in large enough numbers 
to be considered a 'body' wherever they went, but I believe that at least 
some of those who left Jerusalem had no place that they could consider a 
functioning group of believers.  In either case there was a situation that 
required these new converts to step out of their zone of comfort and 
either establish new churches or evangelize existing synagogues.

We've been out of our comfort zone for almost 20 years now and it seems to 
me that we have done neither. We know how to critique everything that is 
wrong with other believers who name the name of Christ, but we have not 
attempted (in most cases) to spread the wonderful message that we say that 
we have... and where is the church that has arisen as a result of our 
dispersion?

Even if we are called to be watchmen, then surely we must rub elbows with 
those who need warning.  If we don't see ourselves as evangelists, and we 
don't have a group of believers whereby our gifts can be utilized, then I 
think that we only have a couple of biblical choices.  Either find a body, 
or start one.  Now if staying out of the fray is a biblical choice then 
I'll need someone to show me chapter and verse, cause I can't find it.

It seems to me that the false prophets are those who are saying 'every man 
to your own tents, oh Israel'.

My own attitude concerning these issues is really the 
focal point of my rant.

A few years ago I attended a conference of believers in Nashville.  I 
don't remember the motivation behind my going but I went and I carried 
with me the same attitude that I brought from FA (I'm not saying that it 
was BECAUSE of FA, but however I got the attitude-- it wasn't from our 
Lord).

I was really surprised to find that most of these people were really 
Christians!  Maybe it wasn't that bad, but it was close.  I couldn't see 
how anyone could be serious about the Lord without having the 'light' on 
all of those issues that were common-place at FA.  (I could supply a list 
here--healing, drugs, hospitals, deliverance, faith message, Santa,

Jesus humbled me at that conference.  I looked upon those people like 
Peter looked upon that sheet filled with all manner of four-footed beasts.

I am very sorry to announce to those of you who were planning on attending some of our
meetings over the next month that we have been denied entry to the USA and sadly will have to
cancel all the meetings. 

My whole family were detained for over 6 hours at the US border
yesterday (the USA side), questioned, photographed, fingerprinted
like criminals â€“ and sent back to Canada. We were told we could
not come in to preach to a series of Christian groups like this â€“
even though their website clearly says we CAN â€“ and I have already
been in TWICE THIS YEAR doing exactly the same thing. They let
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me in then â€“ but no more. They even fingerprinted my 15-year-old
daughter. None of us (except our 9 and 11-year olds) can even set
foot in the USA again without going to the US Consulate and getting
special permission. We literally are now in the â€œcriminalâ€• class
according to US Immigration.

All this because we were invited by church groups and Christian
groups across the USA to come preach a series of meetings.
They told me to do that I have to have an â€œRâ€• visa. (These take
months and months to get â€“ often never). This is not what their
website says. New Zealand is a â€œvisa-waiverâ€• country and Conference
speakers are specifically allowed into the US under those rules. I
asked them, â€œHow then can a foreign preacher who is invited by a
Christian group to the USA ever get in to preach?â€• They said maybe
that is OK for one or two meetings, but not for a series. So we
cannot preach in churches across the nation â€“ even though that is
exactly what they have let me in to do before. This is the first time
I have ever been denied entry to do that very thing. And now we are
all â€“ very evidently â€“ â€œcriminalsâ€•. Never to darken the door again.

My family and I naturally came home from this pretty distraught
and devastated. My daughter was crying in the car. Six hours is a
long time to be detained like that. 

But, you know, at the end of the day, God is in control. I felt sure
then and I feel sure now that even though this was so distressing,
God was still speaking to us through it all. I believe He is the one
who is slamming the door shut on America right now â€“ and doing
so in no uncertain terms. We have been praying and many others
have been praying for too long for this to have just been â€œmanâ€™sâ€•
decision. I accept it as the voice of God. America is over for us.

WHERE to FROM HERE?

The most likely thing is a return â€œDown-Underâ€• to New Zealand and
Australia. We have been away from home now â€“ traveling and
ministering â€“ for 18 months. Perhaps it is time for a return to what
the explorer Pedro Fernandez de Quiros called the â€œGreat South
Land of the Holy Spirit.â€•

I just want to apologize again to all those who wanted to attend
our upcoming meetings. I am very sorry, my friends. Our family
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is still pretty shaken by all of this, so we would certainly appreciate
your prayers at this time.

I think the 'how-to-stand-against-moral-decay' in society is the real question here.  I mean it's not
like we have a lot of control over what the non-christian society does or says.  We do have
influence however, and if the way we live out our lives has an affect on others that's well and good
but there are problems when it goes beyond influence and becomes a whip.  Can anyone be
whipped into obedience to Christ?  Obviously no, but sometimes outward conformity can be
coerced! (Not that I'm in any way advocating for this!<grin>)

We've probably all heard sermons about all of the compromise that permeated the life of Lot... you
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know, how he lived right in the midst of all that categorized Sodom and seemingly did nothing
about it.  (Of course those that know the Bible can easily point to a passage that perhaps gives
one pause before judging Lot too severely!)

It all boils down to how morality is achieved.

For the Christian morality stems from our love for God and His revelation to us concerning
Himself.  We are given the ability, as free-born men and women, to choose the good over the evil.
 This ability is a result of being set free from the slavery of sin.  This ability is not present in those
who are still slaves to sin.

For the world there are limits as to what morality even means.  If it means doing this (something
deemed good) and not doing that (something deemed evil,) then there are some merits that, while
not redemptive, do benefit society as a whole.  This kind of morality can be achieved through
coercion, through societal taboos, and probably some other ways, but overall this keeps a
measure of peace even if it's only temporary.  e.g. God's judgment in the time of Noah happened
when the cup of iniquity was filled up;  Sodom was destroyed because that cup was full; Babylon's
time will come when the cup of iniquity starts to run over!

This is kinda like what we see in Romans 13 concerning the superintending Hand of God using
the secular authority as a sword that executes His judgment, or we could say --His wrath against
evil.

I can't see any redemptive purpose here unless we consider that by keeping these things in check
one is given more time to repent.  God is, after all, merciful and not willing that any should perish -
2Pet 3:9.  In other words there isn't a meritorious redemptive aspect achieved by following some
moral code apart from repentance.  Sure, one can stay away from his neighbor's wife as a result
of societal taboos against adultery (which is almost non-existent now as our cup of iniquity is
almost filled up!) and this is a good thing, but it won't save anyone.

I guess what I'm saying here is that we aren't necessarily 'winking at sin' if, like Lot, we aren't
trying to run for city council (or plug in whatever method that one uses in their attempt to coerce
society to behave godly).

(James, I know this isn't what you meant when you used the phrase 'winking at sin', I'm only
referring in a general way to those who berate us for not doing all we can to get those
10-Commandments back into the capital!<grin>... you, just like Lot, are grieved by seeing the
state of our world --that is the natural response of the godly.
