Most computers allow you to do a search based upon certain criteria like a file extention for
instance.

You could put something like this in your search: *.jpg or *.tif or *.gif or *.png or any other picture
extension type. The wildcard character (*) a dot (.) and the extension type you are looking for
png, jpg, tif, gif, etc., and it will bring up all of those types of files on your computer (assuming you
are looking for something on your C drive (you can search D drive, E drive or any other drive you
might have.

Once the search is finished you can select all of those files and copy them to a new location or
folder or a thumb drive. | suspect that the USB drive Gary mentioned just automates that process
making it a neat solution to the problem.

You shouldn't get rid of your old sim card though, because all you need is some type of card
reader and you should be able to access all of the stuff on it and you then can copy it to another
medium, i.e. a thumb drive, another computer, etc..

A sim card is just like another thumb drive, or any other type of drive, which enables you to access
it just as easily as you'd access your C drive on your computer.
