I was just listening to the Zechariah series and found at least one instance where it is shown how
HEF dealt with an apparent contradiction... after dealing with the faith of God's people in the
inspiration of Scriptures (making sure that our confidence is in the Lord!) almost as an
afterthought he deals with the actual so-called contradiction.  This seems to be typical of the way I
remember him handling such things.
