Dan. 7/13 "one like the son of man . . . came to the ancient of days"
Rev. 4/2-3,5/7  "and one sat upon the throne . . . I beheld a lamb  . . he came . . . took the book  . .
. him who sat upon the throne

So in both situations, we see two personalities and in Rev. the HS is there as well. In any other
passage I would see Jesus as being the ancient of days as well as sitting on the throne.
