The real evils in this
world are not vampires Rice says . They are hunger injustice ... Vampire stories are a relatively
safe way to explore human nature.

In recent yrs | have heard men (Chuck Colson and others) on xian radio saying there is nothing
wrong with Harry Potter and Lord of the Rings. God help us.

| believe that as a "group” not individuals a "group” the charismatic and evangelical churches are
going to follow the antichrist. Because they don't know any better and they have leaders who have
no clue which way is up spiritually. | sincerely hope I'm wrong. This article was in the premier xian
magazine in the evangelical world. Everything | quoted above was written by xians. God help us.

Define grace.

The reason | ask these basic questions is:

| don't want to assume anything.

| want to be sure that | understand what you believe from your own words, and not my
imagination.

This brings me to something | believe is paramount to any exchange of ideas between people.
The problem is well expressed by this saying:

"I know you believe you understand what you think | said. BUT... I'm not sure you realize that what
you heard is not what | meant.”

This introduction of a newspaper article states it another way:

"People only hear half of what's said. Statistics say everyone we talk to hardly hears half of what
we say."

When | was attending a group that followed Hobart E. Freeman's teachings, a friend of mine (also
a follower of HEF) called me about a fellow overcomer who went to a doctor (he had bloody
stools). This person asked me what | thought of the situation; and without waiting even one
second for my answer, he proceeded to tell me what he thought I thought about the situation; and
then, continued, without interruption, to tell me what was wrong with what he thought I thought
about the situation; and again, without any interruption or even a single syllable uttered by me
throughout the whole "conversation”, he ended his monologue by complaining that | wouldn't let
him get a word in edgewise. When this person finally stopped talking I told him: "You just called
me and asked me what | thought about this; then you told me what you thought | thought about
this; then you told me what was wrong with what you thought | thought; and then you told me that
you couldn't get a word in edgewise, and | haven't said one word to you until now." His response
was total silence. He did not say he was sorry for putting words into my mouth and criticizing me
for something | never said. Neither did he ask me what | actually thought about the situation: he
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was not interested at all in what | had to say about it.
(That was more than twenty years ago, this person still "communicates” in this manner.)

| have found that most people are incapable of having a real conversation; because they are not
interested in understanding what the other person is actually saying.

Jumping to conclusions, inferring bad motives, misconstruing, and getting upset by something that
the other person never said or meant is how many people choose to "communicate."

There is a very simple waya€”for anyone who actually wants to communicate&€"to avoid these all
too common pitfalls:

Before assuming ANYTHING about what someone is saying ask them this simple question:
What do you mean by what you said?

To understand each other should be the prerequisite of any communication.

If all parties involved in a conversation respect each other enough to try to understand what the
other person is actually saying before responding, most of the pitfalls stated above can and would
be avoided.

When a difficulty arises and we are confused or just not sure what the other person means; we
can tell them what we think they are saying, and ask if we have it right. And if the other person
responds that we have it wrong; that is not what they meant: we can be patient with them and ask
them to try to explain it again in another way that might help us to understand.

These are the principles that | hold to.
| hope you agree that they are a good basis for any real communication.

This is something that | try to pray every day:

"Let no corrupt communication proceed out of my mouth, but only that which is good to instruct
and improve the mind in moral and Christian knowledge, in faith and holiness, that it may minister
grace to the hearers." Ephesians 4:29

mind... not saying of course that this is your purpose, mind you, I'm only pointing out some other
obvious societal ramifications of this type of approach.

Real life is full of variations on a
theme and to limit anyone to a one word answer is unwise: there could be areas of thought
brought to the discussion that you may never have considered. The fluidity of conversation and
ideas, and peoples insights, revelations and gifts are the reasons | desire real unencumbered
interaction.

Think of how limiting these questions are:

Is God love? Yes or No!

Does God forgive? Yes or No!

Did Jesus do what Legion asked? Yes or No!
Did Jesus listen to Satan? Yes or No!

| would never limit myself to a yes or no answer to any of these questions because there is so
much more that needs to be said about them;

| had to endure intense pain in my back and left leg. This is a horrible pain to have to endure. For
months | went to work and sometimes had to leave early because of this pain. | could not stand up
and to walk was very painful. If | tried to lay down the pain was unbearable so | ended up sleeping
every night in a lazy boy recliner with ice packs on my leg.

| could not walk uprightly and was bowed over somewhat. Sometimes at work | would have to
crawl or try to do jobs sitting down if it was possible. Most of my work was walking and climbing so
| just trusted the Lord to help me get through each day.

If no one has ever had to go through this they cannot even imagine what it is like. Slowly over time
the Lord improved my condition, finally it felt like pins and needles in my leg like it was asleep. As
of today | am totally manifested and thankful for it.

Anyway you take all the time you need to get better.

Some of the posts here sounds like people are awful anxious for your definition of faith. The world
is not going to end if we do not get everything we want when we demand it. You take as long as
you want till your better.

I'll be interceding for you that God will help you in this trial.

There have always been only two choices for mankind:
TRUST IN GOD AND FOLLOW HIM!

OR,
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TRUST IN MEN AND FOLLOW THEM!

Ever since | became a Christian, in 1980, men have been trying to convince me to trust, them
instead of trusting Goda€™s Word.

It has been my experience that the time has now come when:

a€cechristiansa€- no longer put up with true, sound Biblical teaching; instead, they stand against
it, they ardently resist it.

a€oechristiansa€e no longer look for those who simply teach Goda€™s Word; instead, they look
for men who will please them by telling them only what they want to hear.

ag€echristiansa€e refuse to listen to, believe, or obey the truth of Goda€™s Word; they do,
however, listen to, believe, and obey mana€™s philosophies, mana€™s myths, mana€™s fables,
mana€™s understanding, mana€™s evolutionary a€cesciencea€es; whatever is not true according
to Goda€™s Word.

| use the word a€cechristiansa€e to denote unsaved religious people who believe themselves to
be Christians;

But who are not true Christians; they are, in fact, false converts.

They are &€cechristiana€e in name only; they have no fruit. Matthew 7:16-20, 12:33

They have never been born again by the Word of God. Psalm 119:155, 1Peter 1:23

They do not follow Jesus. John 10:3-5

They do not listen to, understand, or obey Goda€™s Word. John 8:43-45,47

They are not, nor have they ever been, genuine Christians; They never had a real relationship
with Jesus.

They are only &€cereligiousa€e people, doing a€cechristiana€s a€oeworksa€s. Matthew 7:21-27,
Luke 13:24-28

| realize that Hobart Freeman believed that some of these verses prove that Christians can lose
their salvation.

But | have come to understand, from Goda€™s Word, that many of these versesa€’Matthew
7:21-27, and Luke 13:24-28 in particulara€”actually illustrate an infinitely more terrifying condition:
being a false convert.

(For more on false converts and the eternal security of the believer, see note #1 below.)

In my testimony, How | Met The God of The Bible, | explained that:
It was simply by reading The Bible that God revealed Himself to me.
There were no men/persons involved in my salvation.

It was only through Goda€™s Word The Bible thata€,
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God spoke directly to me.

God convicted me of my sins.

God convicted me of my absolute corruption, wickedness, perversity, depravity, evil.

God showed me that Jesus is The Way, The Truth, The Life, The Only Way to God.

God showed me that Jesus is Goda€™s only Son, The Messiah, The Savior of the world.

God convinced me of my absolute need of Jesus alone for the forgiveness of my sins.

God saved me by His grace.

God persuaded me, through His Word, to believe what He said, to trust in Him, and rely on Him
alone to bring it to pass.

Therefore, whatever you want men to do to you, do also to them, for this is the Law and the
Prophets.

Our friend &€ceJmanage incisively and correctly points out:
a€mxeNo faith standsa€}until we figure out why the signs and wonders are missing.
Something is wrong.a€e

| wish that, after | had left, someone would have helped me to see what was wrong: to show me
what was wrong Biblically. | have often wished that someone who had left the &€cechurcha€s
would have explained what was wrong, by showing me from unambiguous verses in The Bible,
with clear Biblical thinking and cogent Biblical understanding.

| am one of Jesusa€™ sheep; | would have heard His voice through His Word and followed Him.
He that is of God: hears, listens to, understands, and obeys God's Words.

God tells us why a€cereligiousa€- people will not hear, listen to, understand, and obey God's
Words:

It is because they are not of God.

a€oeBut you do not believe, because you are not of My sheep, as | said unto you.

My sheep hear, listen to, understand, and obey My voice, and | know them, and they follow
Me.&€e

Goda€™s sheep cannot follow false teachers; they may try to, but, after a time they will stop
listening to them and leave.

a€oeAnd a stranger they will not follow, but will flee from him: for they know not the voice of
strangers.a€s

a€meAll that ever came before me are thieves and robbers: but the sheep did not listen to
them.a€e.
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Everyone | have known, or heard of, who has left the &€cechurché€e, left based on their own
ideas, their own feelings, their own desires, their own natural understanding, or some
a€oceanointeda€e teachera€™s ideas, that they received from the man they are now following as a
replacement for Hobart Freeman (or they are now following some new a€cePropheta€s,
a€xeMovementa€e, &€ceChurcha€e, a€oeApostlea€s, &€ Teachinga€e.).

The person who brought me into &€ceThe Faith Message/Word of Faith&€e left our &€oechurcha€e
years before | did, but, he didna€™t tell me why he left. He moved out of state and did not contact
me at all.

He did, however, talk to my mother, and tell her &€cewhat was wronga€- with what we believed.
He explained to her that | needed to find out for myself; and that he felt he couldna€™t help me.
Sounds right; sounds mature; sounds spiritual; there&€™s just one problem: ita&€™s not Biblical.

Christians are required to; it is our responsibility to:

Proclaim Goda€™s Word/Doctrines/Teachings:

Be urgent; earnest; persistent; whether or not the time is right:

Convict them, convince them, tell them what is wrong, blaming them for following what is wrong:
Find fault with and condemn as wrong what they are following; reprimand them:

Scold, reprove, utter words in anger, condemn that which is wrong, rebuke, blame them for their
faults.

We must also encourage them with all patience and instruction.

And again:

Brethren, if any Christian wanders away from the truth, and one brings him back, turns him back
to the truth; let him know, that he which brings back the sinner from straying, from delusion, from
error, shall save a soul from death, and shall hide a multitude of sins.

This brings me to the reason that | left &€cefaith assembly/the churcha€e.

Although | knew people who left the &€cechurcha€- because they disagreed with something that
Hobart Freeman taught:
| never disagreed with anything Hobart Freeman taught.

A person | used to know very well, wanted to borrow money to build a house. He said he and his
wife (also an &€ceOvercomera€e) didna€™t a€cefeel comfortabled€e being in a &€cechurcha€e.
that didna€™t allow members to borrow money; so, they left, borrowed the money, and built their
house.
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Another person | also used to know very well, wanted to marry someone in the assembly who was
divorced; so, they both left, and were married.

And, after Hobart Freeman gave his a€aeteachinga€e on hunting, many people strongly disagreed
with it; but | was not one of them.

Steve Hill admonished us about what Hobart Freemana€™s a€ceteachingsa€e were:
a€om=Are they The Word of God; The Fresh Bread from heaven; or, just the words of a man?a€e

| agreed 100% with Steve: when Hobart Freeman spoke he was not speaking just as a man, he
spoke as a true a€ceProphet of Goda€.. He was speaking the words of God directly to us, words
that we needed to hear in order for us to walk deeper with God, and to carry out Goda€™s perfect
will.

| believed Hobart Freeman was Goda€™s a€oeanointeda€e teacher for the world at this time.
Other &€ceteachersa€s may have had some things correct; but, only Hobart Freeman had
everything correct! He was the man/Prophet that God had chosen to prepare His &€ceEnd Time
Armya€e. to do the &€ceGreater Worksa€e promised by Jesus.

Those following a€ceThe Faith Message/Word of Faitha€e understand that God has called
specially &€ceanointeda€- teachers to impart the &€ceFresh Worda€- of God to us. These new
a€meTeachingsa€e (The Fresh Word of God) are Goda€™s Word specifically designed for us at
this time.

Shortly after | left, | was talking with several people who had also left the a€oechurcha€e (but not
a€meThe Faith Messageags.).

| made a statement that | thought was very conservative:

a€oel am only going to believe what is clearly taught in The Bible.&€e

One a€ceOvercomera€e responded to this statement with a concerned admonition:
a€=la€™m not going to give up what I believe, just because ita€™s not in the bible!a€.
| was amazed to see that no one disagreed with this statementa€”apart from me and my wife.

| tried to explain to another &€ceOvercomera€s who also had left the &€ocechurcha€e (but not
a€mxeThe Faith Messagea€e), that what he believed about Evea€™s temptation and fall into sin
was not Biblical.

What he believed made God directly responsible for Eve falling into sin! In other words: God
brought sin into the world through His own negligence!

But God said:
a€mxeNo temptation has overtaken you except such as is common to man; but God is faithful, who
will not allow you to be tempted beyond what you are able to bear; but will with the temptation also
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make a way to escape, that you may be able to endure it.a€e

God always provides a way for us to conquer every temptation to sin, each and every time that we
are tempted.

When | tried to explain that what he believes cannot be true because it violates the clear teaching
of Goda€™s Word:

He told me, referring to The Bible,
a€oel dond€™t care what it says; | know what | believe is true!a€e

Pointing to The Bible he told me derisively:
a€mx=My god is bigger than &€ that booka€™Ia€

But, God says:

The reason we roam from truth: - go astray, believe error, wander, go out of the way;

comes from not knowing/understanding His Word, nor His power/attributes. Matthew 22:29
The time will come when they will no longer believe Goda€™s Word; and they shall turn away
from listening to the truth of Goda€™s Word, and shall believe fables, myths, lies of men.
2Timothy 4:3-4

After | left the &€cechurchéa€e, an &€ceOvercomera€e who was very close to me personally, cut me
off completely. Whenever | would see him, | could tell that he was obviously afraid of me. | believe
he thought that | was one of those, who, in the last days, shall depart from &€ceThe Faith
Messagea€e. | rarely saw him; however, when | did, | would try to talk to him about what God was
showing me from His Word. But each time | tried to share Goda€™s Word with him he was
nervous and antagonistic toward me.

For example: since he was often fearful and anxious about losing his salvation; | tried to show him
the clear promises of Jesus that we have eternal life and cannot lose it:

| was trying to help him see that God, our Father, can be counted on to keep us saved for eternity,
and that He helps us to be faithful to Him; to which he countered: &€oeYou must work out your
own salvation with fear and trembling;a€e

| then asked him to read the second half of that verse which says: &€ceBecause it is God who
works in you both to will and to do of his good pleasure.a€e But, instead of reading it with me; his
angry response was a€ceWHY!? BECAUSE YOU SAY SO!a€.

All I was hoping to do was to help him see that Goda€™s Word says we can trust Him to help us,
and to keep us saved.

| am sure that all &€0eOvercomersa€e know the first half of this verse by heart; but, | have never
met one &€ceOvercomera€e who even knew that there was a second half to this verse; much less,
that in the second half of this verse God promises: He will always be at work in us; and that it is
He who makes us willing and able to obey His own purpose, His will. In other words: It is God who
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empowers us to be able to: work out our own salvation with fear and trembling.

| know, beyond any shadow of a doubt, the only way | have been able to a€cework out my own
salvationa€- for these last 33 years is: Because God is always working in me; making me willing
and able to obey Him. Philippians 2:12-13, Hebrews 13:20-21, Jude 1:24, 2Timothy 1:12,
Proverbs 21:1

| simply wanted to encourage him, by showing him from The Bible that; Goda€™s grace can be
relied upon to keep us saved and to empower us to obey Him!

For those of us who are following Jesus, and believe Goda€™s Word, this is good news; not
something to be angry about or afraid of.

*k%k

| know that many people left because of problems they had with other &€ceOvercomersa€e- but,
| didna€™t leave the &€cechurcha€e because of problems with &€ceOvercomersage.

| knew many a&€ceOvercomersa€es who were more worldly, carnal, mean-spirited, and hard hearted
than any of the unsaved a€cePhilistinesa€e or denominational a€cechristiansa€e that |1 worked
with.

One a€ceOvercomera€e (I worked with him fifty hours a week for five years) went out of his way,
almost daily, to belittle me, criticize me, ridicule me, and treat me with utter contempt and
animosity.

After putting up with his abuse for five years; | finally confronted him about it after he launched into
the most irate and vociferous tirade against me to date; a rant so loud that everyone in the
building heard every hateful, angry word he screamed at me.

That evening, after work, | told him, as a professed &€ceDeeper Life christiana€s he was giving a
bad witness to all of the people we worked with. He was showing them, daily, that being a
a€cechristiana€s made no difference at all in a persona€™s life.

(One unsaved person, who worked with us, told me that this &€cechristian brothera€e had lied to
our boss right in front of this unsaved person who knew the truth and watched as this &€ceDeeper
Life christiana€- lied without any compunction whatsoever. Needless to say, he told everyone in
the shop about the hypocrisy of this &€ceOvercomerag€e.)

In response to my confronting him, this &€cechristian brotheré€e admitted that he had been
treating me with contempt and resentment; but, he never asked for forgiveness; he never even
said he was sorry for anything he had said or done to me: he simply admitted that it was true; he
had done these things to me.

The only explanation he gave for persecuting me was, it bothered him that &€cebeing a spiritual
person seemed to come so easilya€e to me.

In other words, he didna€™t like the fact that | was consistently behaving like a Christian on a
daily basis; something he could only manage to do for two hours at &€cechurché€s. In fact, the
only time | ever saw him a€ceact christiana€s was during &€cebody ministrya€e where, in each and
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every meeting, without fail, he would &€ceprophesya€- of the &€cedeep thingsa€e of God, and
admonish us to walk the walk, not just talk the talk, etc.!

Another &€ceOvercomera€. | knew, and worked with, revealed that he had the same hard heart as
the Pharisees/hypocrites concerning the lost; and not the love, mercy and compassion for the lost
that Jesus has. Luke 19:10, 15:4-7,10,20, Mat 9:13,36, 14:14, 23:23

The whole &€cechurcha€- had watched a a€cechristiand€+ movie which exposed the strange
practices of the New Age movement.

At one point the movie showed New Age practitioners chanting: Hoo! Hoo! Hoo! Hoo! Hoo! Hoo!
Hoo! Hoo! as they were preparing for &€ceSpirit Guidesa€e to enter their bodies and give them
a€o=Enlightenmenta€e. Luke 11:35, 2Cor 11:14

The next day he was ridiculing these deceived, lost people, and laughing at them with contempt,
as he repeated their chant in a mocking tone, &oceHoo! Hoo! Hoo! Hoo! Hoo! Hoo! Hoo! Hoo!a€e
| asked him why he was laughing at them.

He told me, still laughing, &€ceBecause, ita€™s funny! | think ita€™s funny!a€e.

Saddened by the fact that he found the lost condition of these deceived people so entertaining, |
told him:

a€-If it was you chanting: &€"Hoo! Hoo! Hoo! Hoo!a€™ | would not be laughing.a€-

These were lost men and women, deceived by Satan, who were on their way to an eternity in the
lake of fire;

How is that funny?

After | said this to him he never spoke to me again.

God points out that Pharisees/hypocrites have no concern for the lost; yet, they see themselves
as doing Goda€™s will better than anyone else:

God, | thank thee, that | am not as other men are, extortioners, unjust, adulterers, or even as this
publican [or these deceived New-Agers; or those denominational a€cechristiansa€e; etc.]. Luke
18:10-14, Matthew 9:10-13

Even though | did have problems with &€0eOvercomersage;
The reason | left had nothing to do with other people whatsoever.

*k%k

The reason | left was me, not anyone or anything else! | was the reason | had to leave!

Hobart Freeman believed in and a€cetaughta€e sinless perfection: &€ceWe are Saints; not
aints.a€« a€celt says if we sind€} not when we sin.a€s i.e., a€ceOvercomersa€e should be sinless,
and | was not living a perfect, sinless life.

At one point, people in the assembly were openly repenting of sin during the meeting. James
5:16

As one brother, who was uncomfortable with all the open confessions of sin, put it:
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a€xeWhat if unsaved people come in here? They will think we arena€™t perfect.a€e

| was missing it, and | believed that God would judge our a€ceassemblya€s if | didna€™t leave
and get myself straightened out.

| didna€™t want to hold back my &€ceovercominga€es brothers and sisters because of my
imperfections/sins. Joshua 7:12-13

What drove me to leave the &€cechurcha€s wasna€™t a concern about other peopled€™s lack of
perfection:

| was deeply concerned about my own imperfections, my own sin!

| was afraid of the effect my sin would have on our assembly being used of God for the
a€m=Greater Worksa€e ministry He was preparing them for. | was very sorry to have to go, but, |
knew it was for the benefit of all my brothers and sisters who really were living a perfect, sinless,
a€oeovercominga€e, deeper life in the Spirit.

| left because | knew that | wasna€™t a very good a€ceOvercomera€e.
(see note #2)

God requires, that as His followers, we must:
Study [make an effort, be diligent] to show ourselves approved unto God, so we can be a
workman that doesnd€™t need to be ashamed, rightly dividing the word of truth.

| am asking you to please do this with me.

*k%k

Grace and faith are the two most important words in the entire Bible!
Because:

a€meBy grace you have been saved, through faith;
This is not your own doing: it is the gift of God: not a result of anything youa€™ve done, so that no
one may boast.a€

We are saved by Gracea€|

Graceag€] is not our own doing!

Graceag€] is the gift of God!

Graceag€] is not a result of anything wea€™ve done!
It is by Grace&€] so that no one may boast.

Through faitha€,
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Faitha€] is not our own doing! Titus 3:4-5

Faitha€] is the gift of God! Romans 12:3

Faitha€] is not a result of anything wea€™ve done! 1Cor 15:10, Ephesians 2:10

Through faith&€} so that no one may boast. 2Peter 1:2-3, 1Peter 1:2-5, Galatians 6:14, 2Cor
10:17

You would think that every Christian would know the meaning of these two words:
Since correctly understanding and believing them are the foundation of our salvation.
But this has not been my experience.

| have asked numerous a€cechristiansa€e. for the definitions of grace and faith, and without fail
these are the responses | have gotten:

Grace is the undeserved favor of God.
And, quoting Hebrews 11:1
a€wmeFaith is the substance of things hoped for, the evidence of things not seen.a€e

| have found that &€cechristiansa€+ and even many true Christians also believe:
Faith is unquestioning belief; belief without any reason or evidence whatsoever: what some call
a€ceblind faithd€e.

ANDAE!

Although most &€cechristiansa€e, and even some true Christians, believe there is some kind of
mysterious aspect to a€cefaitha€s;

It is only &€cecharismaticsa€e following a€ceThe Faith Message/Word of Faith&a€e who believe that
faith is an actual, tangible, spiritual substance; a real spiritual power which is released by us
through the act of &€cebelievinga€s: a power that we are required to obtain for ourselves; to store
it up; to strengthen it; so that we will become &€cestrong in faitha€e.

This is the same spiritual power that God used to make the universe:

a€meThrough [the spiritual substance of] faith we understand that the worlds were framed by the
word of Goda€e. Or,

We understand that it was through the spiritual substance of faith that God made everything by
speaking the Word of Faith.

Not only is it up to us to acquire this spiritual power, but, we must also be able to use it.
The most important part of having &€cefaitha€e is increasing our prowess/ability to use this power
in our daily lives. (James 2:17-18,20,22; &€ceThe just shall live [day by day, hour by hour, minute
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by minute] by faitha€e. Whatsoever is not of faith is sin. When Jesus comes He will be looking for
those who have (and use) this spiritual prowess).

We must have enough faith to enable God to do what we desire/need, i.e., receive the desires of
our heart, prosper us, heal us, save us, save our families, etc.

Because, if we do not have enough of our own strong faith for God to use:

God can do nothing for us. Matthew 13:58, Mark 6:5-6

Satan understands that there is no way he can change the definition of the word grace.

Everyone understands that the primary meaning of the word grace is undeserved favor (of God).

| believe God wona€™t allow the meaning to be changed because that is how He saves usa€| By
Grace!

But Satan knowsag€;

The definition of the word faith can be made to seem more mysterious, ethereal, and mystical.
The definition of the word faith has been radically altered over time.
In fact, it has come to mean the exact opposite of its original Biblical definition.

This can be clearly seen in these dictionary definitions starting with the more recent dictionaries
and going back in time.

1986: faith, belief without proof; belief without need of certain proof
1962, 1965: faith, a believing without proof
College edition 1953, 1958: faith, unquestioning belief; unquestioning belief in God, religion, etc.

If you go back far enough, the original definition of the word faith can be clearly seen, even in a
common dictionary:

And that definition changes everything!

Faith is not belief without proof; or unquestioning belief in God, religion, etc.

Faith is belief based on reason and evidence.

WEBSTER&E™S TWENTIETH-CENTURY DICTIONARY UNABRIDGED 1904-1936

Faith [faith, belief, trust, from fidere, to trust, confide in.]

The assent of the mind to the truth of what is declared by another, resting on his authority and
veracity.

Assent of the mind to a statement or proposition of another, on the ground of the manifest truth of
such statement or proposition;
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Firm and earnest belief, on probable evidence of any kind; as, | have a strong faith, or no faith, in
the testimony of a witness.

The assent of the mind to what is given forth as a revelation of mana€™s relation to God and the
infinite;

a settled conviction in regard to religion; specifically, in Christian theology,

(a) belief in the historic truthfulness of the Scripture narrative and the supernatural origin of its
teaching;

In other words, that firm belief of God's testimony, and of the truth of
the gospel, which influences the will, and leads to an entire reliance on Christ for salvation.

| brought in these dictionary definitions to show you that, not long ago, it wasna€™t only true
Christians who understood the exact meaning of the Biblical word faith: everyone understood it!
The Belief of our Reason is an Exercise of Faith, and Faith is an Act of Reason.

It is not reason that is taking my faith away: on the contrary, my faith is based on reason.

It is my imagination and emotions [that are taking my faith away].
The battle is between faith and reason on one side and emotion and imagination on the other.

What Is The Biblical Meaning Of The Greek Word Translated a€ceFaitha€e?

Anyone who is teaching Goda€™s Word, has a responsibility to be sure that the meaning of a
word translated into English is the actual meaning of the Greek word, before he uses that word to
teach anything i.e., theology or a Biblical principle.

Take baptism, church, saint; these words no longer have the same meaning in English that they
have in the Greek.

They have been transliterated or mistranslated instead of being translated.

So, any correct Biblical teaching/theology/principle has to be based upon the actual meaning of
the word, not its current incarnation/deviation.

What follows is an example of how a wrong translation of a single word can give an unbiblical
twist to Jesusa€™ character, and the Biblical truth concerning Goda€™s forgiveness of our sins:
when we repent of our sins, God forgives our sins, and He never remembers them again. He
certainly does not through them back in our faces.

This a€cetwista€e- is in reference to the Greek meaning of the word(s) translated a€celovea€s in
John 21:15-17.

| have 29 different versions of the Bible/bible, plus 3 Greek versions.

Five of them are Goda€™s Word: Bibles written by God to us.

Twenty-four were written by religious natural men, for religious natural men, containing religious
natural mana€™s wisdom, philosophies, and beliefs; | call these versions &€cebiblesa€e: the
majority of a€cechristianséd€s«/unsaved religious people; love, believe and follow these versions
a€cereligiouslyage.

In all but four of these versions, it appears that Jesus is exacting retribution, for Peter having
denied him three times, by asking Peter three times if he a€celoveda€es Him:

a€cePeter was grieved because He said unto him the third time [for the third time], do you love
me?a€e

| saw this scene acted out in a &€cechristianad€s movie; shown on a a€cechristiana€e television
network.

When a€meJesusa€e asks Peter the first time, it was uncomfortable; the question seemed out of
character for &€ceJesusa€e. Why would &€ceJesusa€s promote contention among a€ceHisa€s
apostles: pitting the devotion of Peter against the devotion of all the other apostles?

When less than a minute passes, and a€ceJesusa€e asks the same question the second time, you
start to wonder: what is wrong with &€ceJesuséa€e; why is he picking on poor Peter?

And then, a short time later, when &€ceJesusa€s asks the same question for the third time; you
really start to dislike this &€ceJesusa€e who is petty and pedantic, mean-spirited and cruel.
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This &€ceJesusa€s seemed to enjoy tormenting Peter &€cethree timesa€e in retaliation for denying
Him &€cethree times".

This &€aeJesusag. is a tit-for-tat; youa€™Il pay for denying me, a€celorda€e, who is not someone
any thinking person would want to follow.

The &€ceJesuséa€e of this &€cechristiand€s movie, is not the Jesus of The Bible.

Jesus was not asking Peter the &€cesame questiona€e three times, humiliating and castigating
Peter in front of the other disciples, in order for Peter to &€oeatoneé<€- for his sin of denying Him
three times.

If any of that were true, Jesus would be badgering Peter about past sins that he had repented of
and received forgiveness for! Luke 22:61-62 (Is there any significance in the fact that God gave
Peter a vision a€cethree timesa€+? Or, that He sent &€cethree mené€e to Peter from Cornelius? |
Think Not! Acts 10:9-19)

This translation cannot be correct, because it violates a clear teaching in Goda€™s Word:

When God forgives our sins He forgets them. God tells us that He never remembers our sins
anymore after we repent of them: &€ceHe has not dealt with us according to our sins; nor
rewarded us according to our iniquities. For as the heaven is high above the earth, so great is His
mercy toward them that fear Him. As far as the east is from the west, so far has He removed our
transgressions from us. Just as a father has pity on his children, so the LORD pities them that
fear Him.&€« Psalm 103:10-13 a€cel will forgive their iniquity, and | will remember their sin no
morea&€- Jeremiah 31:31-34.

It also portrays Jesus in a way that is not consistent with the rest of Goda€™s Word: Jesus,
setting one of His apostles against the others; and exacting retribution for past sins by cruel public
humiliation. Matthew 11:29-30

Stronga€™s Exhaustive Concordance shows us that two different words for love are used in
these passages.

Jesus used the word G25 Agapao, deeply love; used of divine love (John 14:21); and of that love
which the law demands (Luke 10:27).

But Peter used the word G5368 Phileo, to be a friend to; to be fond of; to have affection for. It is a
lesser degree of love.

This passage does not show Jesus picking on Peter for past sins; but, instead, we see Jesus
helping Peter to understand that He accepts the fact that Petera€™s love for Him is not as deep
as it should be.

Jesus is helping Peter to do something that God alone does for anyone who follows Him.

At least, it is what He always does for me: My heavenly Father always helps me to a€ceface
myself and thinka€s.
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To see myself as | really am, according to Goda€™s perspective; and to think about myself as |
really am, according to Goda€™s perspective i.e., He helps me to stop leaning on my own
understanding.

Now look at the passage understanding that there are two different words for love used here.
Understanding that Jesus asked Peter three different questions; not the same question three
times, which would have been cruel and vindictive.

So when they had dined, Jesus said to Simon Peter,

Simon, son of Jonas, do you deeply love Me, more than these [things]?

Peter said to Him, Yes, Lord; You know that | have affection for You.

Jesus said to him, Feed My lambs.

Jesus said to him again the second time,

Simon, son of Jonas, do you deeply love Me?

Peter said to Him, Yes, Lord; You know that | have affection for You.

Jesus said to him, Feed My sheep.

Jesus said to him the third time,

Simon, son of Jonas, do you have affection for Me?

Peter was grieved because Jesus said to him the third time, do you have affection for Me?
And he said to Him, Lord, You know all things; You know that | have affection for You.
Jesus said to him, Feed My sheep.

Jesus did not ask Peter the same question over and over and over again. Jesus asked Peter
three different questions.

What grieved Peter was that, the third time, Jesus asked him if he really did have &€cea friendly
feelinga€e toward Jesus.

Apart from &€cestudyinga€e the meaning of the two different Greek words translated as
a€celoveé€- in John 21; you would not know that Jesus is asking three different questions; not
one question over and over and over again.

Because most of the English Bibles translate these passages incorrectly; you could come to the
wrong conclusion about Who Jesus actually is. These translations portray Jesus as resentful,
mean and vindictive which is not the Jesus of The Bible.

In relation to our repentance for our sin: the Jesus of The Bible is forgiving, compassionate,
merciful, meek and lowly in heart.

Back to the question:

What Is The Biblical Meaning Of The Greek Word Translated a€ceFaitha€e?
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The Biblical definition of the word which is translated faith is persuasion.

There is no &€cepowera€e. in biblical faith.

According to your faith, [/b]JAccording to your persuasion in God, that causes you to believe Him,
to trust in Him, and to rely on Him to give you your sight.

The truth about the real meaning of the word &€cefaitha€+ can be seen in these juxtapositions:

It is persuasion in God, belief in God, trust in God and reliance on God alone?

It is trusting in your own spiritual prowess; relying on your own ability to use this spiritual
substance of power?

The just shall live by his own spiritual prowess.
Or,
The just shall live by persuasion, belief, trust and reliance in God.
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Your own spiritual prowess has saved you.
Or,
Your persuasion, belief, trust and reliance in God has saved you.

If, as one &€ceanointed teachera€- said: &€0eGod never does anything out of compassion. God
only responds to [your] Faith!a€s;

Why then does God speak about/respond to/act upon His own will, mercy and compassion so
many times?

When His apostles asked Him to a€ceincrease their faithd€s He would have told them that to
make their faith strong they needed to exercise it daily like a muscle, by a€cebelieving Goda€e for
their desires, needs, etc.; letting their faith (spiritual substance) a€cestand in the gapa€e until the
full manifestation of what they are a€cebelieving fora€s comes to pass.

Instead, Jesus told them:

If they had persuasion, belief, trust and reliance in God, as small as a grain of mustard seed, that
would be enough to do the impossible.

Jesus did not teach that we need to build up our &€cefaithd€e.; instead, He knew that our heavenly
Father has given to each of us &€ceThe Measurea€- of faith, and that is more than enough.

If Peter believed the &€cefaith messagea€s:

Why didna€™t he teach it after he and John had healed the lame man at the gate called
Beautiful?

This would have been the perfect time to teach &€cethe faith messagea€- to those who were
wondering how this healing had occurred. Peter would have explained that it was his own Spiritual
Substance of Power, his own Spiritual Prowess, which came from his great Faith that healed this
man.

Instead, Peter told them:

Why do you look so earnestly on us, as though by our own power or holiness we had made this
man to walk?

Peter then preaches Jesus The Messiah to them and reveals how the man was healed:

And His name; Jesusa€™ Name, Authority, Character; through persuasion, belief, trust and
reliance in Jesusa€™ Name, Authority, Character, has made this man strong. Luke 9:1-2,
10:1,9,16-17
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Peter tells them it was Jesus The Messiah who healed this man not their own &€cespiritual
prowessage.

If Paul believed the a€cefaith messagea€s:

He would have told Timothy to continue drinking that contaminated water and &€cebelieve Goda€e
to make it pure for him.

He also would have a€ceconfesseda€- perfect health over both Timothy and Trophimus.

Instead, Paul told Timothy:

Do not drink the water any longer [because it is contaminated], but use a little wine for your
stomach's sake [it will help heal your stomach sickness] and your often infirmities. Trophimus
have I left at Miletum sick.

Back to a€ceJmana€™sa€e insightful statement: 4€ceNo faith standsa€]until we figure out why
the signs and wonders are missing. Something is wrong.a€e

Jesus told us to a€oego into the whole world, and preach the gospel to everyone. He that believes
and is baptized shall be saved; but he that does not believe shall be damned. And these signs
shall follow them that believe; in my name they shall cast out devils; they shall speak with new
tongues; they shall take up serpents; and if they drink any deadly thing, it shall not hurt them; they
shall lay hands on the sick, and they shall recover.

And they went forth, and preached everywhere, the Lord working with them, and confirming The
Word with signs following. Amen.a€e

The answer is clear when you understand what Jesus said He would confirm with signs following.

Jesus promised to confirm only one thing with signs following: a€ceThe Gospel according to
Goda€™s Wordage.

If there are no signs, it is because we are preaching a different Gospel; not the Gospel according
to Goda€™s Word!

The a€cefaith messageéa€e teaches faith as a work that we are responsible to produce for
ourselves, for our own salvation:
Thy Faith Has Saved Thee! You must work out your own salvation with fear and trembling!

The Biblical word &€cefaitha€e cannot be the foundation for a belief in a mystical, spiritual
substance of a€cepowera€- released by us when we truly &€cebelieved€e because: faith means
persuasion, belief, trust and reliance in God: and, sub-stance means foundation.

The a€cefaith messageéa€- is a false gospel designed by men, who a€ceusea€s Goda€™s Word
to teach unbiblical doctrines that seem correct/Biblical to those of us who are following them,
because, they a€ceusea€. the Bible to &€ceprovea€- their unorthodox teachings as
a€cechristianage.

These men apply a form of &€cebiblicala€s interpretation called eisegesis; which allows them to
interject their own personal ideas/beliefs/understanding into their &€ceinterpretationa€e of the
bible; which they then present as a€cebiblicala€s by means of biblical &€ceproof-textinga€e. They
start by taking their own unbiblical doctrine(s) and then &€ceseek outa€e verses that say/prove
what they believe; providing a€ceproofa€e from the a€cetexta€e of the bible that it is
a€mebiblicala€e. This often requires that certain words, or even whole verses, be taken out of their
context, in order to be &€ceunderstooda€s as they need/wish them to be.

Take for instance the teaching that we alone are responsible to keep ourselves a€cesaveda€s;
which was (along with other verses) proof-texted with : &€ceYou must work out your own salvation
with fear and trembling.a€-

Sounds right, it is what the Bible says. But, we were never told to read the second half of the
verse, which adds:

a€ceBecause it is God who works in you both to will and to do of his good pleasure.a€e

The balance provided by Goda€™s word, persuades us that we can believe Him and trust in Him
and rely on Him, to make sure that we not only desire to do His will; but, that God our Father, will
empower us, by His Grace, to actually do His will.

This one should be very familiar:

We were taught to be careful about the words that we speak, because, just like God, we have the
a€oepowera€e to a€cespeak things into beingé€e. And, because we have this &€cepowera€e., we
must not make any a€cenegative confessionsa€e which can a€cesnared€e us, and cause us to not
receive whatever it is we are a€ceconfessing into beinga€e.

And the proof-text offered for this a€cebiblical trutha€s:

a€meYou are snared by the words of your mouth, you are taken by the words of your mouth.&€e
But when you look at the context of this verse, you find that, once again, it is only half of the
sentence; which in context actually reads:

a€meMy son, if you are surety for your friend [co-signer of his loan], if you have stricken your hand
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with a stranger [given your word that you will do something],

You are snared by the words of your mouth, you are taken by the words of your mouth.a€e

This simply means that, if a friend asks you to be a co-signer of his loan; and you promise that
you will take on this obligation; or you promise to do something for a stranger:

Because a€oeyou gave your worda€e; you are obligated (a€ocesnareda€e) to keep your
word/promise. Because, as a follower of The God of The Bible, Who says regarding promises He
makes: &€0eGod is not a man, that He should lie; neither the son of man, that He should repent:
has He said, and shall He not do it? or has He spoken, and shall He not make it good?&€-: we are
also required to keep our word whenever we give it. Matthew 5:37

The a€cefaith messageéa€e, as it is currently believed/practiced, began with the teachings of a man
named E.W. Kenyon.

| know that Hobart Freeman told us not to look into Kenyona€™s past or teachings; but, after | left
the &€cechurché€e, | did.

| needed to find out what was wrong with what | believed.

You may remember Tom Hamiltona€™s adage:
a€mxePeople say that what we teach sounds like a€cechristian sciencea€e! Ita€™s not
a€cechristian scienceag€e; ita€™s christian sense.a€e

In 1892, E.W. Kenyon attended Emerson College, a a€aespirituala€e institution inundated with
metaphysical, cultic ideas and practices. Unitarianism, Metaphysics, New Thought, and Mary
Baker Eddya€™s a€cechristian scienced€es were some of the a€cespirituala€e influences
advocated and taught to students at this school.

Charles Mallory, a frequent guest lecturer at the college, said of Emerson College, This is a
school where the philosophy of life is taught. It ought to be called, &ceThe First Church of
Emerson.a€e

The college was named for its founder Charles Wesley Emerson, who was a believer in, and an
advocate of:

Unitarianism, Metaphysics, New Thought, Mary Baker Eddya€™s &€oechristian sciencea€e, and
Phineas P. Quimby (Eddya€™s mentor).

When any Christian (or even an unbeliever) raises questions about what | believe; | am obligated
to search out the answers to those questions and be willing to accept that | may be wrong
(according to Goda€™s Word) about what | believe. Especially if their concerns are based upon
the clear teaching of Goda€™s Word.

As Christians, we must listen to every brother and sister in Jesus, and trust/believe that they are
trying to help us to turn back to God; this is why God illustrates our relationship to each other as a
a€mxebodya€e, and as brothers and sisters in Messiah Jesus.
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Just like a family we are responsible for each other, and we are required to watch out for each
other, and to help each other walk uprightly, according to The Truth of Goda€™s Word.

We must:
Examine everything carefully; and hold fast to that which is good.

We are responsible to try to help everyone that comes across our path. Luke 10:29-37

We are responsible to help those brothers and sisters who have strayed from the truth, gotten
caught in error, or false teaching:

a€oeBrethren, if any Christian wanders away from the truth, and one brings him back, turns him
back to the truth; let him know, that he which brings back the sinner from straying, from delusion,
from error, shall save a soul from death, and shall hide a multitude of sins.a€e

According to Goda€™s Word, we are our brother&€™s and sistera€™s keeper.

The following is an example of what happened when | tried to help an &€ceOvercomera€e to see
that he may not be a Christian at all; but, only a false convert; a &€cereligiousa€e person.

| knew him most of my life; but he cut me out of his life after we became a€oeOvercomersags.

He was a€oesaveda€e believing a€cethe faith messagease.

He has never exhibited any Christian fruit as long as | have known him. He is exactly the same as
he was before he &€cegot saveda€e; except that he now goes to &€cechurcha€e, something that
many a€cereligiousa€e people do.

He doesna€™t follow Goda€™s Word The Bible. Instead, with unquestioning devotion, he follows
a€ceanointeda€e men.

He has never been an example of how following Jesus changes us into Christians who
demonstrate to the world through our new lifea€”our spiritual new birtha€"that a born-again
believer in Jesus The Messiah thinks, acts and speaks like Jesus; and doesna€™t think, act or
speak like a worldly man any longer. Romans 6:6, 2Corinthians 5:17, 6:17,

He once got a friend of his (also an &€ceOvercomerag€e) to lie to me in an email, in order to try to
trick me into reading something from him; even though | made it clear to him | didn&€™t want to
read any more of his unbiblical beliefs. Colossians 3:8-9, Titus 3:10

One example of his worldliness: Like many unsaved men, he did, and still does, use the a€cefa€e
word frequently. When | told him that using the a€cefa€+ word is not a good witness for a follower
of Jesus, he said, completely unconcerned about my admonition, &€ceDo you really think that god
cares about the words we say?a€e

| pointed out to him that The God of The Bible does care about the words coming out of our
mouths:

a€meA good tree does not bring forth corrupt fruit; neither does a corrupt tree bring forth good fruit.
For every tree is known by his own fruit. For of thorns men do not gather figs, nor of a bramble
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bush do they gather grapes.

A good man out of the good treasure of his heart brings forth that which is good;

And an evil man out of the evil treasure of his heart brings forth that which is evil:

For out of the abundance of the heart his mouth speaks."

And again:

a€oeHow can you, being evil, speak good things? for out of the abundance of the heart the mouth
speaks.

A good man out of the good treasure of the heart brings forth [speaks] good things:

And an evil man out of the evil treasure brings forth [speaks] evil things.

But | say unto you, That every idle word that men shall speak, they shall give account thereof in
the day of judgment.

For by your words you shall be justified, and by your words you shall be condemned.&€
Ephesians 4:29-32

Buta€]

He did not believe Goda€™s Word.

Even though what he believes clearly contradicts Goda€™s Word; he still believed that he was
right.

He wasna€™t moved at all by the words of Jesus.

Why didna€™t he believe what Jesus said?

Jesus explains why people do not believe what He says:

You do not believe [what | say], because you are not of My sheep, as | said unto you. My sheep
hear My voice, and | know them, and they follow Me.

He that is of God hears, listens to, and obeys God's words: you therefore do not hear, listen to,
and obey them, because you are not of God.

This people honors me with their lips, but their heart is far from me.

But in vain do they worship me, for they teach man-made ideas as commands from God.

You ignore God's commandments, and you are holding on to the teachings that men have made
up.

And he said unto them, Full well you reject the commandment of God, so that you may keep your
own tradition.

Either we are following the teachings of men or we are following God according to His Word.
The following story illustrates the point:

Not long ago, my wife and | invited an &€ceassistant pastora€e (he held a job as a a€cepastora€e
for 25 years) from a local &€ceBaptista€s &€cechurcha€. to have him look into Goda€™s Word
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with us to discuss the doctrines we hold as being Biblical i.e., clearly taught in the Bible. We
thought we would start with something easy, like marriage/divorce/and remarriage, or tongues.
We were trying to find out how anyone could possibly ignore the clear definition of adultery given
by Jesus in Matthew 19:3-12, and allow anyone to remarry; regardless of Jesusa€™ one and only
exception for remarriage; or annul the Biblical truth of &€cetongueséa€s as plainly taught in
1Corinthians 14; hoping to dispel the misunderstanding about tongues, that comes from not
recognizing that God is speaking about three different &€cekindsé€e of tongues in this chapter.

| thought the best way to start was to have us read these verses together, and then talk about
them: simple enough?

Buta€,

As our friend started to &€cereada€- from his Bible, my wife and I tried to follow along with him but
couldna€™t. We were all using the King James Version; yet, not even one word that he
a€oereada€e from his Bible could be found in our King James Bibles. At first this caused much
confusion; where are the words that he is &€cereadinga€e from his bible? Why arena€™t those
words in our Bibles?

Then it dawned on us what was happening:

Instead of reading Goda€™s Word to guide us/teach us about tonguesa€; he was a€cereadinga€e
into his bible the &€ceBaptista€e doctrine of how a€cetonguesa€e had passed away and were no
longer necessary for the &€cechurcha€- during this time etc., etc., etc.

This not only astounded us, it became a valuable lesson, illustrating a serious problem endemic in
the &€cechurchéa€e and in &€cechristiansags:

They cannot read, believe, understand, follow, or obey Goda€™s Word; because they only read,
believe, understand, follow and obey the doctrines of men.

This man was hoping to indoctrinate us into the &€ceBaptista€s &€oeteachinga€. about
a€oetonguesage.

What he did not know was that we are Jesusa€™ sheep, Christians, who know, believe and follow
God/Goda€™s Word. We cannot follow man&d€™s teachings.

Without knowing it, this &€ocepastora€s became the a€ceposter-boya€s to illustrate exactly what is
wrong with the &€cechurcha€. at this point in time: when a€oechristiansa€e a€cereada€s Goda€™s
Word, they can only hear what men told them to hear; they can only believe what men told them
to believe; they can only understand what men told them to understand.

This &€cepastora€e was incapable of even reading Goda€™s Word without interjecting mana€™s
interpretation/doctrines directly into the text of the Bible as he a€cereadsa€. it.

This is frightening! Imagine what it would be like to never again hear from God through His Word.
To only believe and follow what men tell you to believe and follow? To be incapable of reading
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Goda€™s Word without filtering it through mana€™s ideas/interpretation/doctrines/beliefs. To
always read Goda€™s Word with a veil over your heart and mind.

Their minds were blinded: for until this day remains the same veil not taken away in the reading of
Goda€™s Word; which veil is done away in Christ. But even unto this day, when Goda€™s Word
is read, the veil is upon their heart. Nevertheless when it shall turn to the Lord, the veil shall be
taken away. Matthew 13:9, 13-15

They teach man-made ideas as if they were the Word of God.

And with all deceivableness of unrighteousness in them that perish; because they did not receive
the love of the truth, that they might be saved. And for this cause God shall send them strong
delusion, that they should believe a lie: that they all might be damned who did not believe the
truth, but had pleasure in unrighteousness.

| believe Goda€™s people today are in the same position they were in when Jesus first came to
turn them back to God/Goda€™s Word: they didna€™t believe or even know the Word of God
anymore, because their a€cereligiousa€« a€celeadersa€e were teaching their own doctrines and
not The Word of God. Mark 1:22,27, 11:18, Luke 4:32,36, John 7:15-17, Matthew 7:28, 22:33, 2
Cor 2:17, Colossians 2:18-22 2Tim 4:1-4, Titus 1:9-16

In the Bible, Christians are those who believe, trust and follow Jesus the Messiah. The Jesus
revealed in Goda€™s Word.

Throughout my life | have met, and know of, many people who identify themselves as:

Anointed teachers/apostles/prophets/the Holy Spirit/the still small inner voice/personal
revelations/a€srevelation knowledgea€e

The Faith Message/anointed teachers/apostles/prophets/the Holy Spirit/the still small inner
voice/personal revelations/a€srevelation knowledgea€e

| once found someone online who had almost the exact/same testimony as mine, except, at the
end of my testimony,

| became a Christian, a follower of Jesus The Messiah.

And at the end of his testimony, he became a &€cechristianéd€s AND, a a€ceLutherana€e.

a€oechristiansa€e are a€cereligiousé€e people who are following men instead of following Jesus
through Goda€™s Word.

All the unbiblical beliefs that they hold to while disregarding the clear teaching of Goda€™s Word
to the contrary, are proof that they are following men and not God: Infant baptism,
a€meSacramentsa€e, the a€ceEucharista€e, the a€oeMassa€e, if you go to a€oechurcha€e you are
a a€cechristianage, etc.

These are more beliefs, taught by men, which are not found anywhere in the New Testament:

a€mxePleading The Blood of Jesusage,

a€mxeBelieveing God Fora€s,

a€oeAnointeda€s teachers,

Only a€ceanointeda€. teachers can a€ceteacha€s Goda€™s Word,
a€mThe Fresh Bread from Heavena€«/a€ceThe New Word of Goda€e,
a€omeTouch not the Lorda€™s anointed!a€e

Negative/positive a€ceconfessionsage,

We have the power to &€cespeak things into beinga€e, just like God,
Christians calling themselves &€ceThe End Time Army of Godag€e,
Christians calling themselves &€ceOvercomerséag€e,

Christians living a &€ceDeeper Lifeé£e,

a€mThe faith messagea£€e i.e., faith is a Spiritual Power.

a€eJmana<€- states: a€ceAt the time of this posta€; FA, the satellites, the spinoffs, and the FA
diaspora have been having church without apostles for 41 years and 63 days.a€e
This can only be true if you dona€™t believe:

a€meThe word of God is alive and active, sharper than any double-edged sword. It cuts all the way
through, to where soul and spirit meet, to where joints and marrow come together. It judges the
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desires and thoughts of the heart. There is nothing that can be hidden from God; everything in all
creation is exposed and lies open before His eyes. And it is to Him that we must all give an
account of ourselves.a€e

Or:

a€ceAll scripture is God breathed, and is profitable for doctrine, for reproof, for correction, for
instruction in righteousness: so that the man of God may be perfect, thoroughly furnished unto all
good works.a€e.

Christians have never been without Goda€™s apostles or prophets because God tells us:

We are of the household of God; and the household of God is built upon
a€oethe foundation of the apostles and prophets, Jesus Christ himself being the chief corner
stone.a€e

The Church of God has never been without His apostles and prophets;
Goda€™s people never will be without apostles and prophets as long as we continue to listen
to/believe/obey Goda€™s Word The Bible.

It is religious mana€™s a€cechurcha€. that is without Goda€™s apostles and prophets.

Any child of God can listen to/believe/obey any of Goda€™s true apostles and prophets any time
we desire; with complete confidence and assurance that we are hearing The Eternal Word of God
written for us at this present time: and this same Word will teach us throughout all of eternity.

Because only Jesus spoke Eternal Words; Only Jesus has The Words of Eternal Life:
a€oeHeaven and earth shall pass away, but My Words shall not pass away.a€e.

Christians like the one | called concerning a tract that | believe isna€™t Biblical in its emphasis on
our a€cesuffering for Christage.

| wrote about this in an earlier post, it is a true story about an exchange | had that could have
ended in anger and resentment on the part of the person | was talking with/questioning/trying to
help. But, instead, his reaction was one of friendship, brotherly love and a teachable spirit: like
Apollos in Acts 18:24-26 and the Bereans in Acts 17:11-12

| came across a tract that seemed to be encouraging us to suffer in a deeper way, so we could
add our serious physical and emotional suffering to the suffering of Jesus The Messiah. Like the
Roman Catholic's believe.

| called the ministry listed on the tract and asked the man who answered if he was familiar with it.
He said he was not (because they print so many tracts) and | proceeded to tell him why | thought
the tract was not Biblical, i.e., it was promoting an idea of God's purpose in our suffering that was
not Biblical.

| once had a "pastor” tell me that | shouldn't be telling Christians what the Word of God says,
because, "That will offend them."

Reallya€; Christians offended by Goda€™s Word?

| am a Christian. | love to hear and read and talk about God's Word. | have never been offended
by hearing God's Word. Deuteronomy 6:6-7

Convicteda€; Yes! Challengeda€; Certainly! Helpeda€} Always! Offended? NEVER!
Anyway...

This person could have "reacted" in anger and self-defense: who do you think that you are!?
This is my ministry! | answer to God alone! | dona€™t care what you or anyone else thinks or
says about my tracts: | know that they are right! I would never put out a tract that was not
Christian or Biblical! | will thank you to keep your opinions to yourself!

He could have said that... After all, | was questioning his ministry.

He could have... But he didn't.

Instead...

He promised me that because he wasn't familiar with the tract, he would get it, read it, and
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re-evaluate it in the light of what | had brought to his attention.

And thena€]

We started telling each other how great it was that Jesus was our Lord and Savior.

He told me what God was currently doing in his life. | was encouraged to see the hand of God
working in this man's life.

And then | told him about the things that God was doing in my life. Throughout our conversation
we were quoting the Scriptures that God was working into our lives daily.

My saying at that time was: this is not just what God's Word says: this is what He is actually doing
in my life right now!

Through sharing God's Word with each other, God was showing us that we truly were brothers in
Messiah Jesus. We knew that we were both sheep belonging to Jesus The Shepherd. Even
though we had only met a few minutes before; | knew this man was a true Christian. | knew
because of his love for God's Word and for me (John 13:35). | knew because of the way he
reacted to my "criticism" of his ministry. He acted just like a man that wants to show Jesus to
everyone that comes across his path. He treated me with respect and kindness, just as Jesus
would. He acted as if we had been close brothers all of our lives; and he was truly glad that | had
cared enough to point out something to him that might need to be looked into or changed.

| was delighted to have had the opportunity to share with my brother all the things that God had
been doing in my life.
And we both praised Jesus for all He had done in our lives!

Think about it...

| called him to point out something | thought was wrong (which took about 4 minutes to explain);
And for the rest of our conversation (about 20 minutes):

We both got side-tracked into praising Jesus! And talking about what Jesus was doing in our lives
today!

| really enjoyed sharing Goda€™s Word with him, and hearing how God was speaking to him
through His Word!

JESUS was the center of everything that we thought and said during our time together. It Was
Great!

| have been looking for Christians like this man; but | can't seem to find any.

| will keep looking and remember that | once met a stranger who was more like a true brother (in
every sense of the word) than any "christian" | have ever met. | thank God for our short time
together, and | look forward to talking to him again.
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When | started my journey with Messiah Jesus, my wife, my two brothers and | used to sit around
with our Bibles open and talk about The Word of God. We used to discuss the Scriptures we had
read, and how great Goda€™s Word was. Those days were a great time of fellowship with each
other around Goda€™s Word. But, those times of sharing Goda€™s Word ended when we joined
a€cefaith assemblya€e and | lost Christian fellowship with my brothers.

My first love was Jesus/God's Word. | would read my Bible (ten chapters) every day and talk
about Jesus/Goda€™s Word with every person | met. Deut 6:6-7. | was insatiable.

This is what | believe Jesus meant about us recognizing that we had forsaken our first love, to
remember where we were (spiritually) before we fell, and to stop going any farther in the wrong
direction and repent (turn around), and do the first works again. Rev 2:4-5

God &€cewoke me upa€- when | returned to my first love, about six years ago.

Now this is what | am holding on to: the salvation of my heart, soul, mind, body, and spirit by the
Grace of God, which is the power of God, to keep me saved, and to keep me safe with Him, now
and for eternity.

| am persuaded by what God says to me in The Bible,

To believe what God says to me in The Bible,

To trust in God as my heavenly Father,

| marvel that you are so soon removed from Him that called you into the grace of Christ unto
another gospel:

As we said before, so say | now again, If any man preach any other gospel unto you than that ye
have received, let him be accursed.

But | declare to you, brethren, that the gospel which was preached of me is not after man.

For | neither received it of man, neither was | taught it, but by the revelation of Jesus Christ.

If you continue in My word, then are you My disciples indeed; and you shall know the truth, and

the truth shall make you free.
If the Son therefore shall make you free, you shall be free indeed.

| realize that Hobart Freeman believed that some of these verses a€ceprovea€e that Christians
can lose their salvation.

He believed that God cannot save us from our selves; from our own natural tendency to wander
away from Him.

Freeman taught that God can save us; but, God cannot keep us saved: staying saved depends
entirely on us.

It is completely up to us to work out our own salvation with fear and trembling!
Many men believe this; it was first taught by a man named Jacobus Arminius (15604€“1609).

But, | believe God.

| am persuaded by Goda€™s Word, to believe what He said, and to trust and rely on Jesus alone
Who taught:

a€x=Whoever eats My flesh, and drinks My blood, has eternal life; and | will raise him up at the
last day.

| believe, trust and rely on Jesus who tells me | have eternal life! | already possess eternal life!
John 5:24, 6:35,37,39,40,44,47,50,51,54,57,58, 10:27-29, 11:25-26

He did not say that | have a chance at eternal life depending entirely on me.

He also promised to raise me up at the last day, a€«I will raise him up at the last day.a€e

He did not say, &€cel may raise him up at the last day; but, that depends entirely on what he does
with his life&€e.

And in Matthew 7:21-27 Jesus said: &€cel never knew you: depart from me, you that work
iniquity.a€e

If this verse taught that you could lose your salvation, Jesus would have said:

a€el knew you at one time, when | saved you; but, you walked away from Me, and | no longer
know you.a€e

But Jesus said | NEVER knew you; you were NEVER one of My sheep.

a€mxeMy sheep hear My voice, and
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| KNOW them, and

They follow Me: and

| give to them eternal life; and

He let me know that | had stopped using the mind He gave me to understand His Word; which is
critical because:

a€x=When any one hears the Word of the Kingdom, and doesna€™t understand it, then the
wicked one comes, and takes away that which was sown in his heart.a€e

The mind He gave me to reason with Him: &oeCome let us reason togethera€e.

The mind He gave me to convince the unsaved of the truth of Goda€™s Word:

a€om=Always be ready to give an answer to everyone that asks you to give the reason for the hope
that is in youage.

a€o=And Paul, as his manner was, went in among them, and on three Sabbath days reasoned
with them out of the scripturesa€e Acts 17:2, 18:4,19, 24:25

Since | was no longer listening to the teachings of men:

God could once again speak to me through His Word The Bible; just as He did when He started
His relationship with me.

a€meYou have left your first love. Remember therefore from where you have fallen, and repent,
and do the first works.a€e

My first love and my first works were listening to and obeying God as He would speak to me
through His Word, and | was joyfully working out my own salvation with fear and trembling, as
God changed my will, to desire to do His will. He also empowered me to carry out His will; which
was to change me daily, by His Grace, into the image of Jesus.

Remembera€’as | stated in my testimonya€’no man talked me into becoming a Christian.

No one witnessed to me: | was completely alone; it was just me and Goda€™s Word.

God convinced me of my desperate sinfulness, my indefensible guilt, and my absolute need of
Jesus The Messiah to save me from the eternal punishment | had earned, as He spoke directly to
me through His Word The Bible.

My foundation, when God first started His relationship with me, was His Word The Bible.

The only time | ever listened to men, instead of Goda€™s Word, was when | was following Hobart
Freeman and &€ceThe Faith Messagea&€e.

And, little by little, my personal connection to Jesus slipped away, as | substituted a€aethe faith
messagea€- for a relationship with Jesus through Goda€™s Word.
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The Dangers of Believing Error

In the first place, every deviation from the truth is a sin. It is not simply a sin for me to do a wrong
act, but it is a sin for me to believe a wrong doctrine. Lately our ministers have absolved us all
from obeying God in our judgments; they have told us point blank, (many of them, in their
drawing-rooms, and some of them in the pulpit) that we shall never be asked in the Day of
Judgment what we believed. We have been told that for our actions we shall be responsible, but
for our faith we shall be irresponsible (or something very much like it). They have told us plainly,
that the God who made us, although He has authority over our hands, our feet, our eyes and our
lips, hath but little authority over our judgments; they have told us, that if we make ever such
blunders in divinity, there are no sins, so long as we can live right lives.

There may
be degrees in the sin. If it be a sin of ignorance, it is nevertheless a sin; but it is not so heinous as
a sin of negligence, which | fear it is with many.

| tell you, beloved, if, for instance, baptism be not immersion, | commit a sin every time | practice
it; and if it be, my brother commits a sin who does not practice it. If election be true, | am
committing a sin if | do not believe it; and if final perseverance be true, | am committing a sin
before Almighty God, if | do not receive it; and if it be not true, then | sin in embracing what is not
scriptural. Error in doctrine is as much a sin as error in practice. In everything we are bound to
serve our God with all our might, exercising those powers of judging and believing which He has
given unto us; and | warn you, Christians, not to think it is a little thing to hold faith with a feeble
hand: it is a sin every time you do aught which makes you waver in the faith of Jesus Christ.

Remember, too, that error in doctrine is not only a sin, but a sin which has a great tendency to
increase. When a man once in his life believes a wrong thing, it is marvelous how quickly he
believes another wrong thing. Once you open the door to a false doctrined€”(Satan says it is but
a little one)a€ai, but he only puts the little one in like the small end of a wedge, and he means to
drive in a larger one; and he will say it is only a little more, and a little more, and a little more. The
most damnable heretics who ever perverted the faith of God erred by littles and littles; those who
have gone the widest from truth have only gone so slowlya€iby degreesa€;

Take care, Christians, if you commit one error, you cannot tell how many more you will commit.
a€meHold fast the form of sound words,a€+ (That is what the apostle Paul commanded Timothy.
Because error in doctrine almost inevitably leads to error in practice. When a man believes
wrongly, he will soon act wrongly. Faith has a great influence on our conduct. As a mana€™s
faith, so is he. If you begin to imbibe erroneous doctrines, they soon have an effect on your
practice.)
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Keep fast to the bulwarks of your Fathera€™s faith. If you do not, the enemy will make sad havoc
with you. &€ceHold fast (as scripture says) the form of sound words which was delivered unto
you.a€e

2. The assent of the mind to the truth of a proposition advanced by another; belief, of probable
evidence of any kind.
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3. In theology, the assent of the mind or understanding to the truth of what God has revealed.

4. Evangelical, justifying, or saving faith, is the assent of the mind to the truth of divine revelation,
on the authority of God's testimony, accompanied with a cordial assent of the will or approbation
of the heart; an entire confidence or trust in God's character and declarations, and in the character
and doctrines of Christ, with an unreserved surrender of the will to his guidance, and dependence
on his merits for salvation.

| am saved by grace; which God only gives, because | released My Spiritual Power of Faith.
It is only because | released My Spiritual Power of Faith, that God can save me by grace.

Or, is it God centered?

| am so persuaded by God, Who said He saved me by His Grace, that | believe | am saved by His
Grace, and | trust in His gift of Grace for my salvation, and I rely on His free gift of Grace alone to
save me for eternity.

Either God gets all the Glory! And no one has anything at all to boast of.

Man gets the Glory; and we can boast of our own accomplishments. Luke 18:11-14, James

For a Christian it is obvious: Salvation, of body, soul, and spirit; is of The LORD! God Alone Gets
All The Glory!

The difference can be seen in which word we emphasize in the question asked by Jesus:
a€mx:Where is your faith?a€e

Now it came to pass on a certain day, that He went into a ship with His disciples: and He said unto
them, Let us go over unto the other side of the lake. And they launched forth. But as they sailed
He fell asleep: and there came down a storm of wind on the lake; and they were filled with water,
and were in jeopardy. And they came to Him, and awoke Him, saying, &€ceMaster, master, we
perisha€e. Then He arose, and rebuked the wind and the raging of the water: and they ceased,
and there was a calm. And Jesus said unto them, &€ceWhere is your faith?a€e Luke 8:22-25

As a€ceOvercomersa€e we were taught:

Jesus was rebuking them for coming to Him for help!

He was chastising them for not trusting in their own faith; for not relying on their own faith; for not
using their own faith to get them out of trouble:

a€mxWhere is your faith?
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Where is your own spiritual prowess!? Your ability to use the spiritual power of your own faith!?
You should have used your own spiritual prowess to stop the boat from sinking!

This is something that you should have been able to do for yourselves ! You should not have
needed Me to do it for you!

The Christian point of view is looking only to God and not ourselves.
Jesus is simply admonishing us to trust and rely on God, our Father; no matter what the situation.

a€mx:Where is your faith?a€e

Where is your persuasion in God that causes you to believe Him, to trust in Him, and rely on Him
to keep us safe, even in the midst of this storm?
Jesus tells us to have persuasion, belief, trust and reliance in God.

Againag€|

And when Jesus departed from there, two blind men followed Him, crying, and saying, Thou Son
of David, have mercy on us. And when He was come into the house, the blind men came to Him:
and Jesus said to them, Do you believe that | am able to do this? They said unto him, Yes, Lord.
Then He touched their eyes, saying, According to your faith be it unto you. Matthew 9:27-29

What is the emphasis?
Let it be unto you according to your faith: according to your prowess/ability to use the spiritual
power of your own faith.

But Jesus didna€™t ask them if they had enough faith to receive healing;

Jesus asked them: &€ceDo you believe that | am able to do this?

Their answer was yes, Lord Jesus; we believe that You are able to do this.

According to your faith, According to your persuasion in God, that causes you to believe Him, to
trust in Him, and to rely on Him to give you your sight.

(The Father that dwells in Me, He does the works.)

So then your own Spiritual Power/Prowess comes by hearing!
Or,
So then persuasion, belief, trust and reliance in God comes by hearing the Word of God.

One is reliance on your own a€cefaithage.

As he was a€ceteachinga€es about Romans 10:17, an a€ceanointeda€e faith teacher said: If | need
faith for something that | am a€cebelieving fora€s, | just say it out loud; and when | hear myself
speak, that brings faith: because, faith comes by hearing!
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The other is looking to God alone.
Persuasion in God, belief in God, trust in God and reliance on God alone comes from listening to
the Word of God.

If, as one &€ceanointed" teacher said: a&€0eGod never does anything out of compassion. God only
responds to [your] Faith!a€s;

Why then, does God speak about/respond to/act upon His own will, mercy and compassion so
many times?

Matthew 8:2-3, 9:36, 14:14, 15:32, 20:34, Mark 1:40-41, 5:19, 6:34, 8:2, Luke 5:12-13, 7:12-15,
9:11, 13:11-13, 10:33, 15:20

Romans 9:15, Hebrews 5:2, 1 Peter 3:8, Jude 1:21-22

If Jesus believed the a€cefaith messageag€e:

When His apostles asked Him to a€ceincrease their faithd€s He would have told them that to
make their faith strong they needed to exercise it daily like a muscle, by a€cebelieving Goda€e for
their desires, needs, etc.; letting their faith (spiritual substance) a€cestand in the gapa€e until the
full manifestation of what they are a€cebelieving fora€ comes to pass.

Instead, Jesus told them:

If they had persuasion, belief, trust and reliance in God, as small as a grain of mustard seed, that
would be enough to do the impossible.

Jesus did not teach that we need to build up our &€cefaitha€e.; instead, He knew that our heavenly
Father has given to each of us &€ceThe Measurea€- of faith, and that is more than enough.

If Peter believed the &€cefaith messagea€s:

Why didna€™t he teach it after he and John had healed the lame man at the gate called
Beautiful?

This would have been the perfect time to teach &€cethe faith messagea€- to those who were
wondering how this healing had occurred. Peter would have explained that it was his own Spiritual
Substance of Power, his own Spiritual Prowess, which came from his own Great Faith that healed
this man.

Instead, Peter told them:

Why do you look so earnestly on us, as though by our own power or holiness we had made this
man to walk?

Peter then preaches Jesus The Messiah to them and reveals how the man was healed:

And His name; Jesusa€™ Name, Authority, Character; through persuasion, belief, trust and
reliance in Jesusa€™ Name, Authority, Character, has made this man strong. Luke 9:1-2,
10:1,9,16-17

Peter tells them it was Jesus The Messiah who healed this man not their own a€cespiritual
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prowessage.

If Paul believed the a€cefaith messagea€s:

He would have told Timothy to continue drinking that contaminated water and &€cebelieve Goda€e
to make it pure for him.

He also would have a€ceconfesseda€e perfect health over both Timothy and Trophimus.

Instead, Paul told Timothy:

Do not drink the water any longer [because it is contaminated], but use a little wine for your
stomach's sake [it will help heal your stomach sickness] and your often infirmities. Trophimus
have I left at Miletum sick.

*** Which Gospel? God's or Man's? ***

Back to a€ceJmana€™sa€e insightful statement: d€ceNo faith standsa€; until we figure out why
the signs and wonders are missing. Something is wrong.a€e

Jesus told us to a€oego into the whole world, and preach the gospel to everyone. He that believes
and is baptized shall be saved; but he that does not believe shall be damned. And these signs
shall follow them that believe; in my name they shall cast out devils; they shall speak with new
tongues; they shall take up serpents; and if they drink any deadly thing, it shall not hurt them; they
shall lay hands on the sick, and they shall recover.

And they went forth, and preached everywhere, the Lord working with them, and confirming The
Word with signs following. Amen.a€e

The answer is clear when you understand what Jesus said He would confirm with signs following.
Jesus promised to confirm only one thing with signs following: a€ceThe Gospel according to
Goda€™s Wordage.

If there are no signs, it is because we are preaching a different Gospel; not the Gospel according
to Goda€™s Word!

The a€cefaith messagea€- is a false gospel.

The Biblical word gospel means: a good message.

G2098 euaggelion From the same as G2097; a good message, that is, the gospel: - gospel.

The a€ocegospela€s is the foundational message upon which all of your beliefs rest.
The "gospela€- is the message of salvation by grace through the sacrifice of Jesus which restores
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us to a right standing with God.

The "gospela€- is the message that we tell everyone as we evangelize the world in obedience to
Jesus who commanded us to:

Go into all the world, and preach the good message of salvation through Jesusa€™ death on the
cross, to every creature.

He that is persuaded by the good message, and believes the good message, and is baptized shall
be saved;

but he that does not believe [The gospel/good message] shall be damned.

If you believe a false gospel (your foundational message) you are not a Christian, because, there
is only one gospel.

| marvel that you are so soon removed from Him that called you into the grace of Christ unto
another gospel: which is really no gospel at all;

except there are certain people who trouble you, and wish to pervert the gospel of Christ.

But though we, or an angel from heaven, preach any other gospel unto you than that which we
have preached unto

you, let him be accursed. As we said before, so say | now again, If any man preach any other
gospel unto you than

that you have received, let him be accursed. For do | now persuade men, or God? or do | seek to
please men? for if |

yet pleased men, | should not be the servant of Christ. But | declare to you, brethren, that the
gospel which was

preached of me is not made up by man.

As a Christian, | am only interested in what God means when He uses a word.

What does the word faith or sub-stance mean according to Goda€™s Word The Bible?

The words believe and faith are related to each other. They have similar meanings. (see above:
G4104, pistis; G3982, peitho; and G4100, pisteuo)

Except for Heb 10:23 (which is the word G1680, elpis; which means expectation or confidence)
every time the word &€cefaitha€e is used in the New Testament (regardless of which verse you are
using) it is the same word pistis, it means the same thing: persuasion, belief, trust and reliance in
God.

And sub-stance means: hupostasis: under (sub); and to stand (stance); a setting under (support)
or foundation.

The a€cefaitha€e of &€ceThe Faith Messagea€- is based upon an incorrect English translation and
a misunderstanding of the definitions of two Greek words, pistis (faith) and hupostasis
(sub-stance).

And,

An unbiblical, foundational emphasis based on only four words: &€cefaith is the substanceéag€e:
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Which is believed to mean: a€cefaith is a spiritual substancea€e, a€cea spiritual substance of
powerags.

The a€cefaith messageéa€es teaches faith as a work that we are responsible to produce for
ourselves, for our own salvation: Thy Faith Has Saved Thee! You must work out your own
salvation with fear and trembling!

The Biblical word a€cefaitha€+ cannot be the foundation for a belief in a mystical, spiritual
substance of a€cepowera€- released by us when we truly &€cebelieved€e because: faith means
persuasion, belief, trust and reliance in God: and, sub-stance means foundation.

The a€cefaith messageéa€- is a false gospel designed by men, who a€ceusea€s Goda€™s Word
to teach unbiblical doctrines that seem correct/Biblical to those of us who are following them,
because, they &€ceusea€. the Bible to &€ceprovea€- their unorthodox teachings as
a€cechristianage.

These men apply a form of &€cebiblicala€s interpretation called eisegesis; which allows them to
interject their own personal ideas/beliefs/understanding into their &€ceinterpretationa€e of the
bible; which they then present as a€cebiblicala€s by means of biblical &€ceproof-textinga€e. They
start by taking their own unbiblical doctrine(s) and then &€ceseek outa€e verses that say/prove
what they believe; providing a€ceproofa€e from the a€cetexta€e of the bible that it is
a€mebiblicala€.. This often requires that certain words, or even whole verses, be taken out of their
context, in order to be &€ceunderstooda€es as they need/wish them to be.

Take for instance the teaching that we alone are responsible to keep ourselves a€cesaveda€e;
which was (along with other verses) proof-texted with : &€ceYou must work out your own salvation
with fear and trembling.&€-.

Sounds right, it is what the Bible says. But, we were never told to read the second half of the
verse, which adds:

a€ceBecause it is God who works in you both to will and to do of his good pleasure.a€e

The balance provided by Goda€™s word, persuades us that we can believe Him and trust in Him
and rely on Him, to make sure that we not only desire to do His will; but, that God our Father, will
empower us, by His Grace, to actually do His will.

This one should be very familiar:

We were taught to be careful about the words that we speak, because, just like God, we have the
a€oepowera€e to a€cespeak things into beingé€e. And, because we have this &€cepowera€., we
must not make any a€cenegative confessionsa€e which can a€cesnareéd€e us, and cause us to not
receive whatever it is we are &€ceconfessing into beinga€e.

And the proof-text offered for this a€cebiblical trutha€s:

a€mYou are snared by the words of your mouth, you are taken by the words of your mouth.&€s
But when you look at the context of this verse, you find that, once again, it is only half of the
sentence; which in context actually reads:
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a€meMy son, if you are surety for your friend [co-signer of his loan], if you have stricken your hand
with a stranger [given your word that you will do something],

You are snared by the words of your mouth, you are taken by the words of your mouth.&€e

This simply means that, if a friend asks you to be a co-signer of his loan; and you promise that
you will take on this obligation; or you promise to do something for a stranger:

Because a€oeyou gave your worda€e; you are obligated (a€ocesnareda€) to keep your
word/promise. Because, as a follower of The God of The Bible, Who says regarding promises He
makes: &€02God is not a man, that He should lie; neither the son of man, that He should repent:
has He said, and shall He not do it? or has He spoken, and shall He not make it good?&€-: we are
also required to keep our word whenever we give it. Matthew 5:37

*** The Root of the "Faith Message" ***

| know that Hobart Freeman told us not to look into Kenyona€™s past or teachings; but, after I left
the &€cechurché€e, | did.
| needed to find out what was wrong with what | believed.

The a€cefaith messageéa€e, as it is currently believed/practiced, began with the teachings of a man
named E.W. Kenyon.

Kenneth Hagin plagiarized Kenyon's "faith message"; and he taught it to Hobart Freeman and all
the other "faith" teachers.

You may remember Tom Hamiltona€™s adage:
a€cePeople say that what we teach sounds like &€cechristian sciencea€e! Ita&€™s not
a€oechristian scienceag€e; itaé€E™s christian sense.a€e.

In 1892, E.W. Kenyon attended Emerson College, a a€aespirituala€e institution inundated with
metaphysical, cultic ideas and practices. Unitarianism, Metaphysics, New Thought, and Mary
Baker Eddya€™s a€cechristian sciencea€- were some of the a€cespirituala€e influences
advocated and taught to students at this school.

Charles Mallory, a frequent guest lecturer at the college, said of Emerson College, This is a
school where the philosophy of life is taught. It ought to be called, &ceThe First Church of
Emerson.a€e

The college was named for its founder Charles Wesley Emerson, who was a believer in, and an
advocate of:

Unitarianism, Metaphysics, New Thought, Mary Baker Eddya€™s a€cechristian sciencea€e, and
Phineas P. Quimby (Eddya€™s mentor).

*** Believing/Following/Obeying God or Men ***
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Jesus explains why people do not believe what He says:

You do not believe [what | say], because you are not of My sheep, as | said unto you. My sheep
hear My voice, and | know them, and they follow Me.

He that is of God hears, listens to, and obeys God's words: you therefore do not hear, listen to,
and obey them, because you are not of God.

This people honors me with their lips, but their heart is far from me.

But in vain do they worship me, for they teach man-made ideas as commands from God.

You ignore God's commandments, and you are holding on to the teachings that men have made
up.

And He said unto them, Full well you reject the commandment of God, so that you may keep your
own tradition.

Either we are following the teachings of men or we are following God according to His Word.
The following story illustrates the point:

Not long ago, my wife and | invited an &€ceassistant pastora€e (he held a job as a a€cepastora€es
for 25 years) from a local &€ceBaptista€s &€cechurcha€. to have him look into Goda€™s Word
with us to discuss the doctrines we hold as being Biblical i.e., clearly taught in the Bible. We
thought we would start with something easy, like marriage/divorce/and remarriage, or tongues.
We have often wondered how a Christian could possibly ignore the clear definition of adultery
given by Jesus in Matthew 19:3-12, and allow anyone to remarry; regardless of Jesusa€™ one
and only exception for remarriage; or annul the Biblical truth of &€cetonguesa€- as plainly taught
in 1Corinthians 14; | was hoping to dispel the misunderstanding about tongues, that comes from
not recognizing that God is speaking about three different &€cekindsa€e of tongues in this chapter.

| thought the best way to start was to have us read these verses together, and then talk about
them: simple enough?

Buta€,

As our friend started to &€cereada€- from his Bible, my wife and I tried to follow along with him but
couldna€™t. We were all using the King James Version; yet, not even one word that he
a€oereada€e from his Bible could be found in our King James Bibles. At first this caused much
confusion; where are the words that he is &€cereadinga€e from his bible? Why arena€™t those
words in our Bibles?

Then it dawned on us what was happening:

Instead of reading Goda€™s Word to guide us/teach us about tonguesa€; he was a€cereadinga€e
into his bible the &€ceBaptista€e doctrine of how a€cetonguesa€e had passed away and were no
longer necessary for the &€cechurcha€- during this time etc., etc., etc.

This not only astounded us, it became a valuable lesson, illustrating a serious problem endemic in
the &€cechurcha€e- and in &€cechristiansa€e:
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They cannot read, believe, understand, follow, or obey Goda€™s Word; because they only read,
believe, understand, follow and obey the doctrines of men.

This man was hoping to indoctrinate us into the a€ceBaptista€s a€aeteachinga€e about
a€ocetonguesage.

What he did not know was that we are Jesusa€™ sheep, Christians, who know, believe and follow
God/Goda€™s Word. We cannot follow mana€™s teachings.

Without knowing it, this &€oepastora€s became the a€ceposter-boya€s to illustrate exactly what is
wrong with the &€cechurché€e at this point in time: when &€cechristiansé€e a€cereada€s Goda€™s
Word, they can only hear what men told them to hear; they can only believe what men told them
to believe; they can only understand what men told them to understand.

This &€cepastora€e was incapable of even reading Goda€™s Word without interjecting mana€™s
interpretation/doctrines directly into the text of the Bible as he a€cereadsa€. it.

This is frightening! Imagine what it would be like to never again hear from God through His Word.
To only believe and follow what men tell you to believe and follow? To be incapable of reading
Goda€™s Word without filtering it through mana€™s ideas/interpretation/doctrines/beliefs. To
always read Goda€™s Word with a veil over your heart and mind.

Their minds were blinded: for until this day remains the same veil not taken away in the reading of
Goda€™s Word; which veil is done away in Christ. But even unto this day, when Goda€™s Word
is read, the veil is upon their heart. Nevertheless when it shall turn to the Lord, the veil shall be
taken away. Matthew 13:9, 13-15

They teach man-made ideas as if they were the Word of God.

And with all deceivableness of unrighteousness in them that perish; because they did not receive
the love of the truth, that they might be saved. And for this cause God shall send them strong
delusion, that they should believe a lie: that they all might be damned who did not believe the
truth, but had pleasure in unrighteousness.

| believe Goda€™s people today are in the same position they were in when Jesus first came to
turn them back to God/Goda€™s Word: they didna€™t believe or even know the Word of God
anymore, because their a€cereligiousa€« a€celeadersa€e were teaching their own doctrines and
not The Word of God. Mark 1:22,27, 11:18, Luke 4:32,36, John 7:15-17, Matthew 7:28, 22:33, 2
Cor 2:17, Colossians 2:18-22 2Tim 4:1-4, Titus 1:9-16

| once found someone online who had almost the exact/same testimony as mine, except, at the
end of my testimony,

a€oechristiansa€e are unsaved a€cereligiousa€e people who are following men instead of following
Jesus through Goda€™s Word.

All the unbiblical beliefs that they hold to while disregarding the clear teaching of Goda€™s Word
to the contrary, are proof that they are following men and not God: Infant baptism,
a€omeSacramentsa€e, the a€ceEucharista€e, the a€oeMassa€e, if you go to a€ocechurcha€e you are
a a€cechristianage, etc.

These are more beliefs, taught by men, which are not found anywhere in the New Testament:
a€mxePleading The Blood of Jesusage,

a€mxeBelieveing God Fora€s,
a€oeAnointeda€. teachers,

*** Return to God's Word The Bible ***

When | started my journey with Messiah Jesus, my wife, my two brothers and | used to sit around
with our Bibles open and talk about The Word of God. We used to discuss the Scriptures we had
read, and wonder at how great God is. Those days were a great time of fellowship with each other
around Goda€™s Word. But, those times of sharing Goda€™s Word ended when we joined
a€cefaith assemblya€e and | lost Christian fellowship with my brothers.

My first love was Jesus/God's Word. | would read my Bible (ten chapters) every day and talk
about Jesus/Goda€™s Word with every person | met. Deut 6:6-7.

This is what | believe Jesus meant about us recognizing that we had forsaken our first love, to
remember where we were (spiritually) before we fell, and to stop going any farther in the wrong
direction and repent (turn around), and do the first works again. Rev 2:4-5

God &€cewoke me upa€- when | returned to my first love, about six years ago.

Now this is what | am holding on to: the salvation of my heart, soul, mind, body, and spirit by the
Grace of God, which is the power of God, to keep me saved, and to keep me safe with Him, now
and for all eternity.
